BEGINNING THE RECEPTION.

Signal for the Appearance of tho Presi-
dential Party Given by the .Marino Hand.

Promptly at 11 o'clock tho signal was given
that tho President nnd the receiving party
wore ready to descend tho stairway and tako..,..,,np r tho Bluo Parlor. This
signal camo almost simultaneously with n
clash of instruments as tho band, with all tho
nrdor o! a musician's desire to add bis appro-

priate quota to tho success of the reception,
broko tho expectancy of tho waiting crowd
with tho familiar strains of "Hail to tho
Chief." Tho company assembled in the cor-
ridor foil back, taking up n position boyond
the Blue Boom In order to clvo tho nocessary
space for tho stately pageant of tne receiving
party in advance of which came, in full mili-
tary uniform, with chapeaux under their
arms, Col. John M. Wilson, U. S. A., and
Lieut. Gihnore, U.S. A., upon whoin devolved
tho importaut duty of making tho jpresenta
tions of tho day, after the diplomatic corp3
had been formally presented by tlto Secretary
of State.

Tne President nnd Mrs. Cleveland looked
about them as they passed through tho cor-
ridor to tho Bluo Boom, bestowing a smile
and salutation hero and thero whoro they saw
a familiar face.

Committee's Wort, Ho Fays, the Best
Herniation of Dr. Pnrkhurst's, Charges.

"But." continued Senator Lexow, "it la
strange, indeod, that when tho crucial point
was reached, and Superintendent Byrnes was
on the stand, as ovcry body stunw ho would
bo last Saturday, nothing was uuggested that
was not done. And ye', this criticism.

BAD WEN BREAK JAIL.

Five Prisoners Saw cd Away the Burs of a
Westernll'rison.

St. Josnrn, Mo., Jan. 1. Flvo desperate
prisoners sawed tholr way out of the
Buchanan county jail hero during the night.
Tho fact was not known until 8 o'clock this
morning. By that time tho men, who were
armed, had made good their escape.

The escaped prisoners are: Patrick Crowe.
Ira Curtnor. Joo Dusty, William Fulmor, and
James Owens. Crowe is one of the men who
headed tho train robbers who operated so
boldly and successfully In this city Inst winter.
Ho is a bad man, wanted, in half a dozen
States for serious crimes. Dusty was undor
sentonco of death for felonious assault.
Owons wa3 nn Atchison county prisonor, also
sentenced to hang, nnd his case is also boforo
the supremo court. Tho other men wero in
jail for larceny.

Tho prisoners got out bv sawing the Iron
bars of tho corridor window and lowering
themselves to the ground with ropes. Four
snws were found in tho jail this morning.
Thomas Hickman, a "trusty," was found
lying bound and gagged in the corridor, but
the authorities assert he furnished tho tools
and thnt ho released tho prisoners from tho
ceils into tho corridors.

New Y'ork, Jan L A new leaf was turned
over in tho city government and for
the first timo in twenty-fiv- e years a mayor not
a Democrat occupies the official desk in the
city hall.

elevation of William F. Havemeyer to the
mayoralty.

Tho samo conditions caused the election of
William L. Strong.

The unearthing of corruption in municipal
affairs is only n beginning of the work of re-

form which is in contemplation, and which,
boforo recurrences of sueh abuses can be pre-

vented, it U claimed calls for radical changes
in the Stato laws relating to the government
of cities.

It Is proposed to enact a law civinsr tho- -

mayor tho power of removal over heads of
bureaus, and an absolute control of tho police
department. Under tbo present system, while
tue mayor appoints memLers ot tno police
hoard and other department chieis, jae may
net remove them exi-ep- t through processes
that practically amount to a

deprivation of the power.
The framing of new laws touching theso

points promises to be as important work aa
any that is likely to come before the Stato
Legislature and to bring out as many con
flicting theories.

Shortly before noon the outgoing and in
coming mayors met at the city hall. After
tho usual formalities, an interchange of greet-
ings and the introductihn of the several heads
of departments to Mr. Strong, Thomas F.
Gilroy took his departure (rom the mayor's
office, and as he has announced, from politi-
cal life.

Tho new mavor will have" a clean siato to
wor on, as Mr. Gilroy loft nothing nnflnished
ln tno rontme work of his office when ha
loft thero last night. The board of aldermen
will not orcanizo until next week.
