Pork Cake.
It Is not quite an elegant nnme for a cake,

but as no one is required to adhere s'rictly to
truth, the word "pork" can be dropped and
"fruit" substituted, which seems to be the
case as far as its palatablenes3 is concerned.
No milk, eggs, or butter are required, and as
the average fruit cake takes one-ha- lf dozen
of eggs and a pound of butter, it means a
considerable saving. It keeps well and in no
respect is it inferior to pound fruit cake.
Country housewives are familiar with it, and
even city housekeepers nre not above placing
it on their tables. The ingredients are:
Fat, salt pork lib
Raisins 1 lb
Currants 1 lb
Citron .--. kj lb
Hotwatpr. 1 cup
Dark brown 1 lb
aioiisses - 1 cup
Soda. .1 teaspoonful

Dissolve soda in a little hot water. Have
the raisins seeded, currants picked over, and
citron shaved, all being floured well to pre-
vent sinking to the bottom. The pork must
bo free of all lean and rind, nnd chopped till
fine almost as lard. Add the hot water, then
sugar, molasses and sifted flour to make a
pretty stiff dough, throe or four cups full.
Add fruit, and any spices desired, teaspoon-
ful of mace, cloves, and tabiespoonful of gin-
ger, or nutmeg, cloves, and cinnamon. Tho
soda is added last. Bako slowly, about two
hours, In a moderate oven. Tost with a
straw. Leave In tho pan until thoroughly
cold, and then wrap up and let lay in a cool
place for a couple of weeks before cutting.

If beaten well and baked nicely it Is not in-
ferior to the rizhest fruit cake. The wholo
cost for a largo cake is not over GO cents,
while fruit cake with butter nnd eggs comes
lo about $1.25, nnd the one tastes almost as

Tho French variety is very dark, without
attaining tho blackness of the German spe-
cies. It is found in loose. light soil, about a
foot from tho surfaco, preferring the ground
whore chestnut trees grow. Its whereabouts
is discovered by pigs, who scent out tho
pulatablo acorn and root it up, 'trained, how-
ever, like good pointers, not to'despoll their
prize.

In Wiltshtro nnd Kent, whero the English
kind hns beon discovered, dogs Instead of
pigs aro usod. and tho folks of "Kent divide
their time between and truffle
finding as a meaus of livelihood. Great
Britain, seeing tho enormous" profit to be
mado in this 'vegetable luxuryjbas Teeu en-
deavoring to grow it, rightfully' fearing that
it will soon cease: but so fur all efforts have
failed. j. '

The Inst attempt of thoFronch to forco the
production was in l'oiton. There thoy sowed
it profitable bit of soil with aedrns, and they
claim that when tho oaks are largo enough
to shndo tho grounds, truffles will be found
in abuudance at their roots. This is certainly
dealing iu futuros. and tho suwor's great
grandchildren must reap the roward.

A trial that may prove of quicker benefit is
watering the ground from rinsings whero
parings of tho trufflo had soaked. This
method has already had a snrill hnrvest. and
it is tho hopo of epicures that tho genius of
tillers of tho soil will flnd somo way to origi-
nate and perpetuate the culture of this suc-
culent bit of vegetable growth.

It has been reported to tho fish commis-
sioners that lobsters will soon be an appetiz-
ing dream of the past, and if truffles also nro
to bo numbered among the luxuries
of tho palate, what will the world of fashion-
able dinner-give- rs do then?

BAD AIR OF SHOPS.

Breaks Dow n Attendants More Than All
the Rush of Christmas Shoppers.

'It is not the overwork, the long houra,
and rush of trado that during the Christmas
holidays has so much to do with, the weary
bedraggled expression of New York shop
girls as the air they aro forced to breathe all
day," explained an indignant and disheveled
woman on Broadway yesterday. "I shall ap-
point myself an urgent committee on fresh,
air for the popular retail shops where all
other commodities except good, clean oxygen
are for ale.

'It is just at this season, however, that one
appreciates the inhumanity of the powers
that govern our big dry goods emporiums,
forthough the air is mild and balmy outside
aud dry and clear as well, saving the swing-
ing street doors, there i3 no loophole for an
entrance. Far worse, however, is the fact
that there is not offered an adequate oppor-
tunity for tho escape of exhausted air on any
floor. Thousand of women are standing from
9 in the morning till 6 at night about the
counters aiding in the exhaustion of the at-
mosphere, until intha afternoon the odor and
temperature is almost intolerable. Fow of
tho shoppers who can eajo their oppressed
lungs at short intervals in the open air ap-
preciate what the shop girl is called upon to
endure, breathing for ten hours an atmos-
phere little short of poisonous.

"There is certainly a reform needed some-
where. If the shops' superintendents cannot
be persuaded into more liberal ventilation
on the plea ot hygiene and humanity, they
aro certainly open to the conviction that
women as well as men work more willingly,
cheerfully and with moro endurance in fre3h
than in foci air. Both shoppers and shop
girls would feel capable of double duty wero
they braced for the strain now put on strength
and temper by what Is the most inexpensive
convenience the thoughtful and obliging mer
chants could offer. New York Exchange."
