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"WHICH EEALt, IT BE?

Thero are Iwo ways out o the present

financial dilemma. One is to stop gold pay- -

nents and adopt a silver basis and tho other
is to soli gold bonds and redeem and cancel

the outstanding legal-tend- and Treasury
notes.'

At another time, when there was a substan-
tial gold reserve and when prosperity mndo
It impossible for an extraordinary demand
on our Treasury to create a financial do
pression, free coinage of sliver and the
adoption ol a silver basis wonld not jeopard-i-

business interests. But now, when our
gold reserve is rapidly vanishing, when tho
country is on tho verge of a panic, and when
financial and tariff agitation has dlsturbod
"business interests and stagnated trade, a re-

fusal to make gold payments would bnnk-rn- pt

and destroy thousands of business en-- k

terprises.
Nearly every dollar of stock held by foreign

capital would bo thrown out on tho market,
loans made by foreign capitalists would bo
recalled and gold payments demanded. Gold
would go to a premium and the prices of
products purchased abroad would bo

increasod. Tho result of this
financial change would bo an upheaval in the
coniuiorcinl world and an era of bankruptcy
such aB few countries survive.

On the other hand tho sale of low interest-bearin- g

gold bon 8 to 7Hhdaw our objec-

tionable currency would stop speculation in
Treasury gold. It would restore confidence

in foreign investors and strengthen the de-

mand for American securities. It would also
lesson tho efflux of American capital for
foroign investment and givo buoyancy to all
classes of enterprise. At present it is tho
only thing that will bring capital from biding
plaeos and provont a financial panic.

THE PACIFIC BALLEOAD DEBT.

An extraordinary effort will be made to re-

fund tho racTBc Bailroad debts. The Senate
Committee on Bailroads have reported in
favor of such a proposition, and a powerful
railroad lobby will try to force tho llellly re-

funding bill through Congress.
The question to bo decided is whether this

government desires to carry 01,003,000 any
longer for tho benefit of railroad specu-

lators, or if it will try to collect that amount
in the same way a business concern would at-

tempt to protect itself from being defrauded
by an unscrupulous debtor.

The history of the Central Pacific Bailroad
loan is one of tho most disgracorul legisla-

tive steals ever known to national legislation,
and the effort to repeat this history by re-

funding the debt ought to bo defeated. There
is no excuse for such a proceeding. Neither
principal nor intercut can or will be paid by
the Pacific Bailroad, no matter bow long the
time is extended, and the mortgage would
be still further jeopardized by delaying its
foreclosure. .
IN THE NAME OF 0TJB UNEMPLOYED.

Those members of Congress who think that
no crisis impends, or that hard times can be
brushed away by a currency bill, should read
the story of "Washington's unemployed pub-

lished in another column. The conditions
there depicted exist in every city and hamlet
throughout the country, and they can not be
changed by any ordinary measure. They
were brought on by the general business de-

pression, and will continue until prosperity
once more opens the wny for. the employment
of our working people.

Th charitable resources of over community
are taxed to provide food and shelter for
poor people. Business enterprises are suffer-

ing from lack of trade. Capital refuses to
seek investment and on evory side is heard
the comnleiut of unusually hard times.

Under such circumstances it is madness to
talk of currency reform or to wade time in
long spoeehes on tho financial situation. The
outflow of gold must be stopped and confi-
dence iu our financial integrity strengthened
by a cessation of legislative agitation. It Is

the obIv way to start up our mills nnd fac-

tories and induce capital to make invest-

ments.
If for no other reason the appeals of our

unemployed should arouse Congress to action
and give us the new financial bill without a
moment's delay.
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We&e it possible to inject a little of Chair-
man Springers hopefulness into our gold
barometer 's low mark of $60,000,000
wonld never have been reached.

clared that he didn't believe Senni'tt had tho
money to buy tho horse. Notwithstanding
the fact that Walcott had not been knocked
down to Sennett the intter was called up and
ordered to show his money. Being unac-
quainted with any rule compelling him to do
so Sennett refused. Ho was told to produce
the monoy in twenty minutes or Walcott
would bo sold at auction again.
