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ORGANIZATION IS NECESSARY.
Judging irom present appearances, cor-

porative influence will make trouble for this
country durine the next two icars. Both
tho administration and Senate nro controlled
by syndicate corporationsfN,nnd if the next
House can be handled by lobbies peculiar
legislation may be expected.

Naturally the District Trill be mado to ylold
its share of syndicate plunder. And the
Kreet railway si stems will bo tho principal
objects of prey. Under tho lend of Senator
Elkins and backed by Congressional cor-

poration lawyers, Washington will bo for-

tunate not to fall a victim to the great At-

lantic Trolley syndicate.
Controlled by this great Etroet railway

trust, with practically no city tax, and un-

der no law that could bo enforced, our rail-

way sj stems could bo made a medium with
which to squeeze immense fortunes out of
tho Washington public. Other opportuni-
ties will also present themselves for corpo-

rations to dip into the public purse, nnd un-

less indications prove worthless it will
require active and energetic work- - to keep
out of the hands of financial sharks.

Tho best and most effective method of de-

fense is to form citizen associations. Already
monopoly controls our gas and electric
lighting priviieges.and a united effort should
bo made to present an extension of this
power. If the public can influence ono
branch of Congress no further oppressive
legislation can be enneted, and thero is a
possibility of bringing a out a change for
tho better.

Look at tho composition of the next Sen-

ate, also consider District legislation of tho
past, and see that organization Is necessary
to protect tho public from monopolistic
power.

A PUBLIC NECESSITY.

Every citizen interested in this country's
jenco and prosperity should take up the
question of arbitration for labor disputes.
Congress could do more to insure permanent
prosperitv by creating a national arbitration
law than through any other means. The
time to avoid trouble is before it takes place,
and the time to settle labor disputes is beforo
they culminate in n strike or lockout.

Tho railroad arbitration bill now before
zhe Senate is a step In tho right direction,
but it lacks the essential of being applicable
to any but railroad and public carrier dis-

putes. There aro other employers and other
wage-earne- besides railroads and their em-

ployes, and thero aro also other as disastrous
and troublesome labor disputes as thoso re-

lating to railroad corporations. Tor this
roason tho public would bo better served If a
general arbitration law were enacted by
Congress.

Labor organizations aro particularly in-

terested in such a law. Tho principal object
of their existence is to protect themselves
against tho cupidity of capital. Had they
an arbitration tribunal to which to refer their
grievances the expense connected with strikes
and all tho distress and suffering would
necessarily be avoided. Employers would
also find an arbitration law advan-taglou- s.

No employer likes to submit busi-
ness propositions to arbitraton, but when It
comes to either that or a serious labor
trouble the arbitration is always preferable.

Arbitration must eventually settle all labor
disputes. Tho more It is considered the more
practicable and necessary it will seem, and
as a public measure of relief it merits care-
ful investigation.

It Recorder Taylor does not immediately
roslgn, President Cleveland owes it to the
publlo to remove him without delay.

One of the gentlemen to whom thisdecision
is particularly gratifjing is Mr. Hopkins,
or Illinois. Although still joung in jears,
Mr. Hopkins is one of the veteran members
of the House, nnd is now serving his fifth
term. He was assigned by Speaker Crisp
four years ago to a place on the Wa e and
Means Committee, and is outranked by Mr.
Pajne, of Ni'.w York, and Mr. Dalzell, of
Pennsylvania, each of whom Is desirous of
securing the chairmanship of this prominent
committee, which carries with it also the
leadership oT the House. Mr. Hopkins'
friends say that his term of service is equal
to that of Mr. Dalzell and is longer than
that of Mr Payne, who was not a member
of the Fiftieth Congress. It will be an inter-
esting fight between the three gentlemen,
each of whom has st rong backing. Mr. Hop-
kins' friends assert, how eer, that his selec-
tion will help Mr. Reed's Presidential boom
in the West, where it is now in particular
need of strengthening.

CongressnianXafePencc, of Colorado, says
that a woman may yet repruent the State
in the National House of Representatives.

Thirty-on- e thousand copies
of the Logan eulogies were printed, and
those on Senator Beck, of Kentucky, were
only a few thousand less. The total ex-
pense T0r 'eulogies in this Congress will
aggregate $30,000.

Alleged Irregular Construction of

a School Building.

LABOR MAKES THE COMPLAINT

Bpocifled Violations of Contract and Speci-

fications in the Use of Inferior Material
and Incompetent Labor on tho Southeast

Washington School-hous- e An Investiga-

tion Will Probably Be Ordered.

Charges of gross violation of the con-

tract and specifications drawn for the con-

struction of the new school building on E
street southeast, between Thirteenth and
rourteenth streets, lnwo been filed with
the District Commissioners by a commit-
tee of the rederation of Labor. If the
allegations made prove to be true, it is not
improbable that the greater part of the
stnicturc will hao to be torn down and
rebuilt.

ALLEGED VIOLATIONS SPECIFIED.
A report of the alleged faulty construc-

tion having been communicated to theFeder-atlo-

a committee was appointed to make
an investigation. That committee, com-
posed of George O. Cook, Thomas E.
Webster, and Columbus M. Barnes, re-

ported in substance the following alleged
facts: First, the contract and specifica-
tions aro violated in workmanship and
material; second, the brickwork Is executed
in the worst possible manner, the walls being
neither plumb, straight, or level; third,
that salmon brick lmc been used in the
walls aboe grade hue, and that the walls
are built hollow to the extent that admits
a man's hand between the bricks; fourth,
the joints 111 the select brickwork are of
extra thicknesj, and are out of plumb; Tifth,
that the joists nre sappy, bark edge, and
knotty, and leeled up to the walls with
from two to three courses of dry brick, and
upon wooden blocks; and finally, that
the work ab a whole is a "libel to skilled
labor."

These allegations, with a statement of
particulars each from George O. Cook,
Charles S. Dougherty, and Thomas L
Webster, were forwarded j esterday to the
Commissioners, with the request upon the
part or the organi7ation that a thorough
examination be made of both work and
material, and, should the charges be sub-
stantiated, that the building be ordered
to be taken down and rebuilt in an honest
nnd workmanlike munncr.

WHEX CONTRACT WAS AWARDED.
The contract for the construction of this

building was awarded to Charles R. Mon-
roe upon his bid of $2.1,414, on the Dth day
of October last. His bid was not the lowest,
but owing to the fatal informalities in the
proposal of the man who would otherwise
hae received it, Building Inspector

submitted Monroe's proposition,
with the following indorsement

"The proposal of Lynch & Leathers was
the lowest made, but was Informal. The
next lowest is that of C. R. Monroe. There
can be no question as to his reliability, but
being in the brick business it is a question,
under the construction of the first para-
graph of instructions to bidders, whether
he IS regularly himself in the business of a
builder, that being one of the requirements."

Beneath the building Inspector's indorse-
ment was the following "Satisfactory
evidence has been presented that Monroe
is a practical builder," and this was
initiated by Commissioners Ross and Trucs-dcl- l.

The satisfactory evidence consisted of
two affidavits, one signed by Mr, Monroe
and the other by George White, in which
the former was shown to have been for a
number of j ears in the business.

It is alleged that Mr. Monroe sublet the
contract to a practical builder named
Anderson, but that for some reason lie
annulled the agreement with Anderson
and relet the work to Mr-- Kirby, Monroe's
brother-i- n law, and that ever since the
construction began incompetent workmen
andindifferentmaterialhavcbeenemplojed.

INSPECTOR BRADY NOTIFIED.
Mr. George O. Cook, of the committee

above named, called upon Inspector Brady
on Saturday and communicated to him in
part what is contained in the formulated
charges since prepared. Mr. Brady
promptly informed him that if he iould
make a written statement of his allega
tions and address it to the Commissioners
the matter would doubtless be referred to
his office, in which case there would be a
rigid investigation made of the whole
matter, and this is what may now be an-

ticipated.
It is known that about the 7th of February

Inspector Brady visited partly constructed
buildings and that whilemaking anexamma-tio- n

of the premises he found a quantity of
salmon bricks on the ground. He demanded
to laiow of Supt. Cox if any such had been
used in the stmcture. The reply he received
will no doubt appear later, but Mr. Brady
peremptorily ordered the bricks removed,
and notified Mr. Cox to permit no more to
be brought there. Tw o weeks later, it is al-

leged, Mr. Brady paid a second visit to
the building and discovered salmon bricks
not only upon the ground about the bcene
of construction, but upon the scaffolding
at the top of the unfinished wall.

The scene that ensued was not exnctly
stormy, but the inspector required the

material to be at once rcmoed
and demanded a written report to be made
by Supt. Cox of the fact that it had been
taken away and disposition made of it.
That report, it is undcistood, Mr. Brady
has now in his possession.
HOW HOLLOW WALLS MAYBE FOUND.

The tmth of the allegations as to the
hollow walls can only be demonstrated by
"plugging," and other means that builders
employ to demonstrate such defects in
structure, but ltissaid there will be notrouble

The walls of the building aro now up to
a height of probably fifteen feet above the
location of the nlleged hollow walls.

When asked jesterday aftornoon as to
whether or not the board had jet received
the charges made by the Federation com-
mittee, Commissioner Ross said he had not
jet seen them, though they might have
reached the office without his knowledge.
He had seen a reference to tho matter in
The Times 6f Sunday, but had no personal
or official knowledge of the alleged irregu-
larities, nor that charges were to bo made.

Building Inspector Brady stated the mat-
ter had been brought to hiR kuowledgo by
Mr. Cook, and that he had also seen the
reference to it in Tho Times of Sunday.
He declined to discuss it for publication,
but said he should not hesitate to act upon
charges that might be preferred through
the proper channels. He very properly
preferred that the Commissioners should
be the first to take up the question, but
said that he should deal with that as
with all other official business, with due
regard to the public interests.

"And there shall be nothing secret about
either," he added.
