in Eruption.

CLOUDS OF SMOKE AND GASES

It Is Toared That Ashes May Beein to Fall
on the Extensive Coffee Plantations About

and in Cordoba One Hundred Apertures

Belchmp name Commission of Scien-

tists "Will Investigate.

Cordoba, State ol Vera Cruz, Mex.,
March 10. The peak of Orizaba, the
ancient volcano, is in a state of eruption.

The signs of disturbance began to mani-
fest themselves Sunday night and have
increased in force constantly since that
time.

It is now vomiting poisonous gases, and
thick volumes of smoke are emitted from
100 apertures in its great maw.

The earth for 100 miles around has
shaken periodically with subterranean
vibrations.

A great alarm exists among the dwellers
in the cities of Cordoba, Orizaba, Kalaha,
and the dozens of small villages scattered
within the scope of the strange and inter-
esting jrtionomonon.

The shocks as yet have not been of a
disastrous nature and no damage from
them his been reported.

TEGETATIOX AFIRE.
The rtm of the crater glows like fire and

the thick gases rolling down the mountain
sides Jmve set aflame the grasses jind vege-

tation clothing the sides of the summit,
which adds to the density of the smoke and
tlK grandeur of the spectacle

For the public safety the Governor of
the Stale of Vera Cruz will thortiy name
a commission of icIentiEts to make all the
investigation into the eruption possible,
and to make recommendations looking to
the protection of the inhabitants of the
nejgiiljaring villages.

The present eruption is in the heart of
the leH improved coffee district in Jlexico,
vvlicre there are many Americans who have
embarked in the profitable business.

The corfee plantations are not as yet
thought to to in any danger of damage,
nor will they be unless the fall of thick
ashes occurs, which is considered prob-
able. Masses are being taid in all the
chuiches of the locality to ward off the
imjK-'ndin- danger.

A REGION OF VOLCANOES.
Coming soon after the late destructive

volcanic activities in many parts of the
rejwblic, the eruption of Oriziba has many
terrors, not only to the people of its vicinity,
but to all the living in the volcanic belt,
stretching from the active volcano of Collma
on the west coast, an unusual eruption,
clear to the Gulf of Mexico on the east.

Within this lelt are numbered dozens of
old craters, either in repose or smoking
constantly. It is natural to fcuppofe that
should its eruptions continue the ether
volcanoes will be affected and a general
earthquake period et in.

The consequences of tuch a catastrophe
are hard to'foietell, but could hardly be
anything less than very disastrous to
Pueblo, Mexico City, and the hundreds of
other towns in the heart of Mexico.

Valentine Smith, pastor of St. Joseph's
Church, in this city, to be with him in time
to celebrate high mass on Easter Sunday.

The successor of Rev. Peter McCoy, the
lately deceased pat-to- of St. Mary's Star of
the Sea Church in Baltimore, will be selected
this month, and speculations are rife as to
whether a clergyman ofBaltimore or Wash-
ington will be chosen for the vacancy.

Good Showing Made by tho Annual
of the Central Union Mission.

The annual report of the board of direc-

tors of the Central Union Mission, which
will be published Wednesday next, will be
a most interesting paper. In addition to
the financial feature the report will
show in detail the actual work of the com-

mittee in the distribution of charities.
The report will cover the period from De-

cember. 189i, to March 15, 1895.
Mr. E. I). Bailey, chairman, of the

directors, was busy yesterday compiling
the report, and hopes to have it ready by
Wednesday. The total amount received
from the central relief committee up to
date is $3,600, very nearly all of which
has been dispersed in charities. Probably
the most interesting items in the report
are the number of applications for relief,
and the number relieved.

The report will show that more than
11,000 applications were received and relief
granted. It is estimated this number, be-

sides individuals, represents over 4,000
families. Besides the above, a large num-
ber of families were asssisted in various
other ways.

At the Associated Charities, Secretary
Emory is also rushing matters so as to com-
plete his annual report, if possible, by the
20th instant. Everything is working
smoothly and is up to date, except one bill
amounting to $97.50 for the hire of the
men employed from Anacostia and Be.nning
to shovel snow. This amount, however,
will be settled when presented to the dis-

tributing committee.

CONVICT AND THEN PARDON.

Rev. Dr. Leo's Idea as to What Should
Bo Bono With Green.

"I think that the policeman who killed
Reuben Foster ought to be arrested,
indicted, convicted of manslaughter, sen-
tenced to the penitentiary, and pardoned
beforo lie gets there."

These were the thrilling words uBed by
Rev. Dr. George W. Lee, pastor or Vermont
Avenue Baptist Church, in closing his ser-
mon last night.

An immense audience, every seat in the
vast buildings being taken, while nTany
stood in the aisles, faced Dr. Leo when he
rose to preach a discourse from the
passage of Scripture, "Thou shalt not kill."
It was understood that, the preacher in-
tended to refer to the killing of Reuben
Foster, and many white persons of both
sexes were among the large gathering.

When Dr. Lee said that in ills opinion
Ofticer Green should bo tried, convicted,
and sentenced, there were visible signs
of approval on the part of many in the
congregation, but when lie continued and
said that Green ought to be pardoned be-
cause his character up to the timo of tho
shooting was good, there were loud mani-
festations of disapproval.

In thrilling language Dr. Lee rehearsed
the scenes attending the shooting, and then,
among other things, said:

"Had the policeman shot Reuben Foster
in some or his lower limbs and the man evpn
subsequently bled to death I would be will-
ing to forgive him. but for the man in an
angry moment to take a life which he could
not give is more than I can overlook.

"I cannot cotnprthend what sort or men
they were who composed that Jury. They
certainly never read the Bible or they
would nothave brought thcmselvestodcclaro
in the face of the evidence that the shoot-
ing was accidental.

"The officer took the pistol knowing it
was loaded Tor a neraergency and fired and
killed the man. He had said he would
stop Foster from running and he made his
words good, for he stopped him forever."

Dr. Lee then analyzed the evidence before
the jury at much length.

"Some of the witnesses," said he. "oc-
cupied most of their time in telling what a
bad man Foster was, and others what a
good man Green was. I have no doubt that
Green was a good man until he fired that
fatal shot. So was .Adam good until he
committed the first sin.

"If Gp;en did not know that his pistol
would kill at the distance Foster was from
him, he is unfit to be on the fprqe. As well
make little children guardians of the law.
I do not believe that ho killed Foster be
cause Foster was a colored man. I think j

that, angered at the prospect of losing his
prisoner, he in a moment of forgetfulness j

of the command of God, 'Thou shalt not i

kill,' and in disregard of the excellent police ;

regulation on the subject, carelessly and
wantonly fired the weapon.

"I do not-ca- ll Green's offense, a murder,
because it was not premeditated. I think
that the crime was committed hastily and
that ten minutes later he would not have
done It for the world, but I predict that if
through the technicalities of the law Green
is permitted to, escape punishment, the judg-
ment of God will follow his descendants to
the fourth geperation.

"Reuben Foster may not have been
worth the trouble he has already caused
.Officer Green, tut whenever a man" stains
his garments with human blood his charac-
ter is stained and his conscience will make
him suffer the pains of hell.
"""I think alegnl investigation of the
case is demanded". Why, here in Wash-
ington If your horse kicks you on thc.street
and you hit him or ir you carry a chicken
with its head down you will be arrested,
and yet it is proposed by some to let the
killing of Reuten Tester pass by without
notice by the constituted authorities.

Dr. Lee announced that Hon. John M.
Langston will address the Equal Rights
League in the church nighton the
killing of Reuben Foster, and that a public
meeting relative to the same subject will
take place there on Wednesday night, when
a number of prominent speakers will be
present.

IT WAS WILLFUL MURDER.

Roy. Mr. Lamkins Has No Other Name for
the Shooting of Foster.

At Salem Baptist Church Rev. B. Geriah
Lamkins, the pastor, preached, last night
on "The murder of Foster by Foliceman
Green." Tho church was crowded to the
doors.

Rev. Mr. Lamkins' text was taken from
Genesis ix:6. "He that sheddeth man's
blood by man shall his lilood be shed."
In applying this text to the case in point
Rev. Lamkins said:

"Thisedictordecreewashandeddownfrom
the court of heaven more thnn 4,000 years
ago. Man has abused it, but he has been
powerless to change it.

"We are taught," he said, "to look to the
officers of the law for protection and
Justice, but instead, of that, as was the
case last Monday, without any reasonable
cause whatever, these officers deal out to us
death, sudden death.

"To all people, who have
given the matter a moment's thought,
there is but one conclusion to be arrived at,
that the killing of Foster by Policeman
Green was unjustifiable, and without
provocation, and this, in the eyes of the
law, both of God and man, is willful mur-
der. Murder is the taking of life with
malice aforethought, and is punishable
with death.

"There is no doubt as to the killing of
Foster, there were eye witnesses to the
deed. He was an American citizen and as
such was entitled to the protection of
the law to its fullest extent. That there
was malice aforethought the circumstances
Burrounding the killing clearly prove, but
Will an officer of the law be allowed to
prostitute his authority for the furtherance
of his own private ends, or to satisfy his
own personal spite and prejudice? We
hope not."

TEACH THEM A LESSON.

Policemen Must Be Made to Respect tho
Lives of Citizens.

At the conclusion of the morning sen-ice- s

at Israel M. E. Church-esterda- the pastor,
Rev. S. B. Wallace, asked the indulgence of
the congregation in order that he might
say a few words in condemnation of the
horrible murder committed in Anacostia
a few days ago. ,

After relating the circumstances under
whichsthe shooting of Reuben Foster was
done, he said:

"I condemn the killing of Foster at
Anacostia by Policeman Green as a foul
murder. I feel fare in the District; when
I meet a policeman on the street I feel that
I am in a measure protpcted, but when a
police officer whips out his revolver nnd
shoots down a man for the sin of attempting
to escape from a doubtful an est, I feel
that a just public sentiment will condemn
the act, and the government authorities
should mete out a just punishment to the
offender.

"I have confidence in the District attorney
to do his full duty in the premises, and
that, the police ol the District will be taught
the lesson that human life is not to be
ruthlessly taken without even tho shadow
of provocation."

NEW CABLE CARS RUNNING.

T.wo Successful Trial Trips Made on tho
Columbia Line.

Every corner from tho Treasury Depart-
ment to Boundary along tho lino of tho Co-

lumbia Street Railway was thronged with
peoplo to soo tho seuond trial trip of the now
cablbcara lastulght. Tho brilliant headlight
lit up the stroeU darkened by the eclipse of
tho moon, and gave good notice of tho car's
approach.

As tho ilrst trip was made about 4. a. m.
yesterday morning tho trip ol last night gavo
the public its flrst opportunity to see tho now
cars.

Tho car stnrtod from tho powor houso at
10:15 last night, and arrived at tho Treasury
Department in about twenty-si- x minntes.
There a stop was made for a quarter of an
hour.

Tho Broadway grip, which is at the onds
of the car Instead of in tho centor; worked
admirably. Thero Is no perceptible jerk
when the car 6tarts, and it runs very smoothly
aud tho car cau bo quickly stopped.

A individual along tho
route gavo a wild yell. What his thoughts
wore no one knew, but he was evidently
struck with tho sight of tat cable car.

Everything worked smoothly on both trial
trips, and tho linn is in readiness to begin
operations. Tho Hrst regular trip will begin
at 2 p. m.

Tho cars are all equipped with tho Broad-
way or Robinson stylo of lenders, which
havo boen used on Broadway nud Third
avenue, New York, for the past thirteen
months. In that period no fatal accident
has occurrod.

Thero is nolliintr in the front of the ear
hanging down except the grip Bpindlo and
that is covered with rubber.

HISTQRY OF THE HEBREWS.

Prof. Samuel Ramsey Delivers' tho First
of a Scries of Lectures- -

Au able and instructive lecture was deliv-
ered yesterday afternoon before a select as-

semblage at tho Red Cross headquarters by
Prof. Samuel Ramsey of this city. His lectcrs
was tho first of a series of six. to be delivered
on the history and customs of-t- Hebrews,
and it dealt with the monnn-hica- t period. "It
might be termed," said Prof. Ramsey, "Ironx
Justiua to Nebuchadnezzar."

The first part of the lettnra was mainly In-
troductory to the sories and gavo an extended
description of the country occupied by thla
historic teople.

Prof. Ramsay said that propheu and pa-
triarchs had never ceased the lament and theseparation of the tribes. Still, had they re-
mained uniflod tho result would have been
tho same. Between th Egyptians on ono
side, nnd the people beyond the Euphrates on
the other, they would flnallv have been
crushed.

The Hebrews were near of kin to all thirneighbors. The Carthaginians; Phoenicians
and Arabs, all except the Philistines, were
closely related in race and customs.

Tho Hebrews were at flrst polythelsts.
Their idols, however, were only supposed to
be crude representations of gods. They at-
tributed success or failure to the machina-
tions of gods or devils. With them it was
good God, good devil, so a3 to receive becj-fi- ts

from one and avoid evils from the other.
It must bo admitted that the thinkers of
Israel struggled against this state of affairs.
Through their labors th& people rose higher
and higher in every respect.

Dr. Ramsay said that the ancient prophets,
of whom there were many,couid not be com-
pared to statesmen, because they lacked
study and research. They were not like poli-
ticians, because their end was not ofUceboId-In- g.

Rathor were they like the modem
newspaper man, constantly putting out new
ideas be:ore the people. The3e were after-
ward collected together by another Derson.
Hence the lack of continuity in their writ-
ings as read In the Bible.

Dr. Ramsay thinks that tho Scotch Coven-
anters closely resemblfd In character and
manners the ancient Hebrews. These Scotch-
men modeled their lives after the books of
Samuel. Judges, and Kings.

The Hebrews of the monarchy were rough,
simple, bold, and strong characters, aad
were most primitive ia their work and daily
habits. There was no differentiation of
work as In the present day. They were a
race of magnificent proportions, majestic
but simple and untutored.

At the close of the lectnre Mrs. F. S. Has-
kell gave a dialect reading from Mra. Ruth
McEanery Stuart. Mrs. Haskell gives a
splendid delineation of the negro character.
