Temporary Garbage Contract for

Four Months Assured.

ANNULLING THE OLD CONTRACT

Commissioners Nnming thoStreots in
Flrt Suction of Highway Extension
Plan Sketch I'lnn of Second Section
Ready for Inspection Officers An-

derson 'and Jlruiihon Acquitted.

The, District Commissioners decided yes-

terday to accept the proposition submitted
by Edward Warfield for the annulling of
the present garbage contract and the ex-

ecution of a temporary one to cover a
perior of four months, beginning with tho
first day of --July.

The reasons which actuated the board
in extending the period by ono mouth
wore two-lol- d lirst, it was conceded that
no coutnictor would want to tupply an
equipment to cover a daily service for a
tingle mouth, as would be necessary should
the temporary contract expire on Sep-

tember 30; and, second, it was not thought
to te quite just to requlro the expenditure
necessary for the increased equipment under
a temporary arrangement only for so
brief a period as thiee mouths. The Com-
missioners therefore decided to give Air.
Warn eld the benefit of the additional
month.

Iu tho matter of modifying tlie specifica-
tions under which the short term contract
Is to be drawn, the Commissioners and
tho Health Officer conceded that there
should be discrimination as to tLe nature
of the complaints. There should bo proper
investigation and bo hasty action. Mr.
Uajij Avas assured that no lujubiite would
be permitted, and there was therefore no
formal modification mado.

The otuei as to the numbering of the
alley entrances to dwellings to correspond
with the street number, and to require
tho name of The street to be giveu, will be
promulgated in due season us an amend-
ment to the fcpccificatioiui.

NAMING THE NEW STREETS.
The Commissioners have taken up the

matter of naming the streets or the lirst
extended section, and josterday it was
ordered that the principal meridian streets
of the first section of the highway exten-
sion plans be numbered, respectively, as
the corresponding, or nearly correspond-
ing, meridian streetB of Washington, and
that intermediate meridian streets be des-

ignated by the number of tho parallel
street next cast, with the addition of
one-hal- as, for example,

That the principal cast aud west streets
next north of W street be named in order
X, Y, and Z streets.

Changes are iu contemplation also as
tollows, the paper containing the sugges-
tions being upon the board table to be
taken up within the next few days:

That the names of the present Michigan,
Illinois and Kansas avenues will he retained

f for those highways.
That the avenue, 160 feet wide, north of

Soldiers' Home, be named Alabama avenue,
and the avenue along Piuey Branch road
bo named Colorado avenue. That New
Hampshire avenue of. Petworth, Columbia
road east of Connecticut avenue extended,
and California avenue to Twenty-thir- d

Btrect be California nvenue or Columbia
avenue or Columbia road. That the street;
along the District line be "named Boundary
or Columbia avenue. That Bnghtwood
avenue north of Kausas avenue be named
Bright wood road.

All other avenues of the section will be
named after the States in the order of their
admission into the Union, omitting States
already used for names of avenues.

The parkway along the PIney Branch
and Spring road will probably be named
Plney Branch Parkway. Eighteenth street,
north of Superior street, and its extension
along theparkboundary, will be uamedPnrk
highway.

The partial plan of the second section has
been sketched, and is now attached to the
wall of the board room for the inspection
of interested citizens.

1805, for gross neglect of duty. Tho trial
board adjudged them to be guilty, except
as to the word "gross," nnd assessed a
fine of $10 each. Supt. Moore and Lieut.
McCathran expressed the belief that the
men's long stay iu Joyce's place was an
error of judgment and not an attempt to
evade duty, and in view of their good
record, tho charges were dismissed.

MUST KEEP A RECORD.

Filiiij; By DrujiKlf of Prescriptions
for Liquor Nut Enougli.

Frank S. Williams, the druggist, at Ninth
aud F streets, was arraigned in the police

court yesterday, charged with violating
that section of the excise law which re-

quires, druggists to keep a complete record
of the sale of all intoxicating liquors.

Lawyer James B. Green represented Mr.
Willlums, and explained that the drug-
gist only sold liquor on a proper prescrip-
tion, and that he considered the keepirg
of these asufflclent ncord.

As it was a first offense Judge Eimball
took Mr. Williams' personal bonds, say-
ing that he wanted it distinctly undeiatood
that the offense was a eenous one, the pen-
alty for which is a fine of not less than

150, nor more than $700.
The court held that there must not only

be a prescription for tlie sale, but precise
entries must be made, with tlie names of
the physician and the purchaser, and also
the purpose 'or which the liquor is bought.
