A SNUB FOR THE COMMISSIONERS.
It is unfortunate that Washington is

obliged to submit to the dictation of
electneand gafaighting monopolies. These
corporations make their own terms and
prices, and because they have no competi-
tion the public must eitln?r accept or adopt
a primitive and unsatisfactory method of
making light. The present dilemma of
the Commissioners explains the situation,
and the city will be compelled to bow
before the companies or allow our streets
to go itnlighted.

No city of its site was ever before so
entirely in the hands of lighting monopo-
lies. They liardly deign to notice the
proposals for bids, advertised by the Com-
missioners, and add instill to their scorn-

ful ways of treating the proposals by say-

ing that the terms demanded are not suf-

ficiently reasonable to warrant their mak-

ing hu effort to secure the contracts. They
know the present exorbitant prices must
be c mt limed, because the Commissioners
can do no better, and that it is useless to
waste time in quibblingover new contracts

favorable lighting legislation. Under
the circumstances it will be impossible
to Induce Congress to establish municipal
lighting plan;, or even charter rival
companies, but through organized action
we can obtain a reduction of the present
prices. Let the refusal of the electric
and gs monopolies!) make bids in accord-
ance with the terms of Commissioners be
an incentive to more vigorous efforts,
and when Congress meets the District will
be 1b position to demand cheaper gas and
electric light. '.

Just as the hot season has set in, and
everybody ubm more water for domestic
purposes, not Eimply as a matter of chance,
but of nececsity the warning is put forth
from headquarters that people must lie
more careful in the consumption of the
fluid, lest they precipitate a water fam-

ine. The came caution has been issued
every year pietty regularly for the ia6t
twenty years.

It would be amusing if it were not
go awfully aggravating. Householders
have to pay water rents for faucets, bath
tubs. Ktret sprinklers and other ordinary
apppurtenances. If any one should adorn
his front yard with a fountain he has to
pay extra charge. But Just as summer
la upon us, when street sprinklers are al-

most 'de rigour," aud fountains a season-

able luxury, for which tho fortunate
possecsor lias been appropriately assessed,
the fiat goes forth that these appliances
must be used sparingly.

Possibly the water supply, which is to be
measured by lieigiit in the dam at the
Great Falls KeEervoir, is at present more
limited by more rapid evaporation, on ac-
count of the heat aud the greater demands
made upon it, but it would seem more
reasonable If water ii to be shut off any-
where, to begin with the fountains in the
public parks, and with the incalculable
waste constantly going on in the govern-
ment departments. If proper economy
was practiced in these places, there is
little doubt but that the supply would be
nearly adequate for ordinary domesticness.

Try the plan and hurry np the dam.

sisted by a contented lot of wage earners
it would do oo harm to notify Congress
to stop tinkering with both the tariff
and financial questions.

streets at night. It was manifestly a
combination that wrought the results that
transpired yesterday at the District build-
ing.

The Commissioners advertised for bids
under the termB of the appropriation act
for furnishing gas and electric lights for
street purposes for the ensuing year. The
date fixed upon for opening tho proposals
was June 3. and at the hour named the
responses were read, only to discover
that the tactics employed last year had
been again resorted to, with sundry addi-
tions and amendments.

The Washington and Georgeto-v- Gas-
light Companies, respectively, notified
the Commissioners of their refusal to bid
for the contract for street lighting, ynd
the electric company said nothing and
offered no bid. The Potomac "Light and
Power Company, which has an electric
plant at the Virginia end of the cLain

, bridge, wrote a letter asking that Uie time
ror receiving proposals ue esien-je- ,

it having failed to see the advertisement
in time to prepare its bid.

NAPHTHA IIGirr BID.
Aside from this proposition, iho Com-

missioners have no present assurance that
anybody will offer to take the job of light-
ing the city streets unless the naphtha
producers may be counted. Bids were
opened for supplying the latter illumin-
ation, that of the Pennsylvania Globe
Gaslight Company, at $20.23 per lamp,
being the lowest.

Mr. John B. TVIcIjcan, president of the
Washington Gaslight Company, in his letter
of yesterday, says that "after a careful
consideration of the specifications, with
the many changes from the former con-
tract which have governed this service for
many years, and the many costly additions
thsreto, which additions if carried out as
set forth in the said specifications, we
will Bay would, in our judgment, increase
the cost of the service to such an extent
as topreclude the WashingtonGaslight Com-
pany from making a proposal "

President Winship, of the Georgetown
Company, says:

"We find the changes are so radical and
onerous that it is impossible for this com-

pany to comply with the same at the limit
which Congress has placed opon the Dis-
trict to be paid per gas lamp for Gtr.'ut
lighting, aB the said specifications would
increase the cost of furnishing gas and
maintenance of lamps almost ten dollars
per lamp. Still, in order that the publio
comfort may not suffer we most respct-full- y

submit a proposal to continue tho
street lighting upon the same specifications
that the streets have been lighted by for
the past fou r years and at the price fixed by
Congress."
WHAT THE COMPANIES PROPOSE.

The proposition made by Mr. Winship
is to furnish gas of the same quality and
candle power fnrnlshed all other con-

sumers at the rate of $20.50 per lamp
per annum, the lamps to burn 3,000 hours
per annum. This applies to all thorough-
fares within the territory covered by the
Georgetown company west of Rock Creek,
through which the company now has gas
mains laid.

The Washington company submits a
similar offer for Its territory.

Briefly stated, the history of the con-
troversy between the Commissioners and
the artificial light producers is that the
former have been Striving, as they al-
lege, according to their best judgment,
to secure a better service and at a rate
that will still be within the means at their
command. They have also endeavored to
enforce an amended schedule of the hours
for lighting and extinguishing the lamps,
and have attempted to secure compliance,
according to their understandings of itj
with the law that requires the companies
to properly maintain the service.

The appropriation act prescribes that
each street lamp shall supply 3,000 hours
of gas light per annum, at the rate ot
$20.50 perlamp. The Commissioners claim
that time is improperly consumed In tho
evening in lighting the lamps, and that a
similar waste occurs in the morning when
they are extinguished. Believing they
had a right to rcgnlatc this matter the mem-
bers of the board submitted a revised sched-
ule last year, reducing the time for light-
ing and extinguishing. This seemed to be
therockupon which thesplit occurred. The

gas companies refused to be bound by the
schedule and declined to sign a contract
based upon it.

NO CONTRACT IN EXISTENCE.
There was no practical contract for sup-

plying the lights last year, and when
October came the companies consented to
try the schedule only upon their own
terms- - They have simply lighted the
lamps upon an agreement based upon a
previous contract and schedules, and the
action of yesterday is but a repetition of
the former transaction. It is taken with
seeming surety that the terras offered by
the companies must be acceded to.

Major Powell, the Engineer Commis-
sioner, under whose supervision the

specifications were drawn, said yesterday
in response to a request for Information
that the gas companies had practically
declined to bid, except upon theirown terms.

"The law says the companies shall keep
up the repairs and this they decline to do,
except in minor matters. They do not
want to replace street designations, nor
do any painting, and they object to other
requirements which the Commissioners
behove they have the authority to prescribe.

"The companies want to supply street
lights according to the old contract made
in 1891.

"I am not prepared to say what the
board will do, except that we shall en-
deavor to make some bargain whereby the
streets mav be lighted. iv nr nhii"--
to have the service, and the two ga3
companies, eacn in its own territory,
are without competition. We shall do
the best we can within the law and with
a view to the best results."

The Commissioners have made dilig-m- t

inquiry as to the cost of the Ecrvice in
i other cities, aud upon the jnformation
obtained they are of the opinion that itcan be more economically maintained here.
They state, however, that they are com-
plying with the law, paying the price
stipulated in the appropriation act, and
have sought, within the law, nnd in view
of the increasing demands, to have the ap-
propriation go as far as possible toward
securing an efficient service. By reduc-
ing the time now consumed in lighting
and extinguishing the lamps, they claim,
an important point will be gained for the
District in the aggregate.

Onlc Hill Cemetery Affairs Found In"
Good Shape Election of Officers.

The annual meeting of the of
OakHlll Cemetery was held yesterday after-
noon at the office in the burial ground.

The report for the
year ending April 30, was read and ap-
proved. Over eight thousand bodies are
now interred in Oak Hill Cemetery, 205
of which were burled during the last
year.

and an entire set of stained glass windows.

flour. In the order made yesterday the
judge referred the case to the auditor to
fix damages against Johnston Brothers
for tho interference with Mr. Sheehy's sales.
