EIGHT HOUR LAI INVOKED

Central Labor Union Again Seeks
Its Enforcement

A Prevlunit Attempt Wan liisuccesx
ftil Through a Technical Kvense
Kvidence Sufficient tti Coax let

A warrant was sworn out yesterday in
the Xnited States branch of the Police
Court by a member of local organized
labor charging DeWItt Wood of the firm
of Tippett Wood contractors of Phll
llpsburg NJ with violation of the
eight hour law The tfork in connection
with which the law Is allegeel to have been
violated is being done on Rock Creek
near Twenty sixth Street northwest
where a number of standpiptn arc being
erected as part of the District water-
works

¬

system The work of erecting the
standpipes was begun in May last by a
gang of hands under the supervision of
Herman Santee foreman for Wood

Three of the men employed In erecting
the standpipes have been summoned as
witnesses On behalf of the Government
In the prosecution of the work it Is al-

leged
¬

that tho men in the employment of
Wood were compelled to labor ten hours
each day Instead of eight hours the time
fixed by lav to constitute a days labor
on all Governmcrtr work

The matter was brougJU to the atten-
tion

¬

of the Central Labor Union some ten
days ago and a committee was appointed
to secure the required evidence Two men
were sent to the vicinity where the men
are at work on Rock Creek and secured
sufficient evidence to justify the issuance
of a warrant The warrant has been
placed In the hands of the United States
marshal for the Phlllipsburg district and
It Is expected that it will be served to-
morrow

Ever since the enactmont of the eight
hour law some years ago the labor or-
ganizations

¬

of the District have made re
peated efforts to secure a conviction but
In most cases nothing came of their ef-
forts

on account of lack of evidence In
the present caso the offlcers of the body
uelleve they have sufficient evidence to
secure a conviction

An effort was made about seven years
ago to secure a conviction under the
eight hour law by the legislative com-
mittee

¬

of the local central labor
body which was in existenco at that
time A warrant was sworn out
against the contractor in charge of
the iron work being done In connection
with the erection of the annex to the
Government Printing Offlce The contrac-
tor

¬

was placed on trial in the Police Court
before Judge Kimball and It Is said he
escaped conviction on the plea that it
was necessary for him to compel his
workmen to labor more than eight hours
because of the unsafe condition of the
old building

This excuse was based upon a clause in
the eight hour law which permits contrac-
tors

engaged upon Government work to
cxltct more than eight hours labor in
cases of emergency It has been adv-

anced-again in the present case by the
contractor in charge of the iron work at
the Government Printing Offlce annex
when charged with a violation of the
spirit and letter of the law In the pre-
