A SllKCcofloii TJiaTTln He ItVfiulreil
to Sluice Itrirtilnr Iteporl

The suggestion has been made to the
Comptroller of the Burrency that a raw
should be passeiT requiring the savings
banks and private banks of the District
of Columbia to matrf regular reports of
their condition tOjohie authority either
the Comptroller eif the Currency or the
District Commissioners It Is understood
that the Comptroller is In favor of some
such regulation and that the Treasury
Department may recommend a law to the
coming Congress

The savings banks and the private
banks of the District are at present
nearly all of them not bound by any such
restrictions as those that surround tho
national hanks and trust companies A
few of the Institutions do make reports
to the Comptroller from time to time but
they are not compulsory and as there Is
no provision for tho examination of the
Institutions by the Comptroller It can-
not

¬

be known that they arc accurate or
trustworthy

No hint as to the lack of good faith or
the unsound condition of any local hank
Is made but It is suggested that the in-

terests
¬

of the public and of the national
banks and trust companies should not
be allowed to depend on the personal In-

tegrity
¬

of the owners of the private banks
entirely In nearly every State In the
Union there arc laws requiring the sav ¬

ings and private banks to make regular
reports to the State authorities

Under tho present District law all such
banks formed under act of Congress are
subject to examination by the Comptroller
and compelled to make report of their
condition but few of the local institu-
tions

¬

were formed under acts of Congress
The law relating to this matter us it
now reads is as follows

And all savings or other banks now or-
ganized

¬

or which shall hereafter be or¬

ganized in the District of Columbia under
any act of Congress which shall have
capital stock paid up in whole or in part
shall be subject to all the provisions of
the Revised Statutes and of all acts of
Congress applicable to national banking
associations so far as the same may be
applicable to such savings or other
banks
