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THE PETRIFIED FOREST.

NSteps to He Taken 1o Protect Arizsons
Wonderland.
| A blil will protmbly be introduced in

Congress this fall, providing for the main-

tth-- celebrated petrified forest near Hol-
| brook, Arix. Prof. Lester F. Ward, of
the Nationa! Museum, recommended In
his report to the Director of the Geolog-
| leal Survey some time ago that prompt
minsures be taken to withdraw the land
frum entry. His report and recommenda-
tons are included in a pamphlet about to
be fssued by the Geological Survey and
containing much other matter on the same
subjoct,

The forest has recently lwen brought
within easy access for tourist= by the
establishment of a new rallroad statlon
named Adamana, whenee it ¢can be reach-
ed by a drive of six miles, aithough its
most remorkable parts lle several miles
forther =outhward., At the first deposit,
5o called, several sections of land are

strewn with fallen and broken trunks
wiushed out by erosion from the fine,
greyish, sandy material o which they are
cmbedded. Here ls the noted Chaleedony

Hridge. One of the finest logs, nearly
four fvet in Jameter, spans & deep gully,
its end resting on the banks and still

partis ecoversd up. Much of the wood in
this part of the forest is broken up and
scattered over the ground In small frag-
maonts,

The second deposit, four miles to the
southeast, covers severn] hundred acres,
and consisis of large logs, many of them
three and four feet In diameter, amd the
grenter number broken toto crlindrical
sections five of =ix feet long, on which
the bnrk, although peirified and having
the hardness of stone, appears as natural
ay If the troes had been felled but o short
time before.

The third deposit, the largest of all,
consists of thousands upon thousands of
fosailized logs. Some of them are ontire
trees, with limbs and branches still intact.
1 the logs, both great and small, and
even the frugments, are af great beauty
and variety of ooslor. These tracts con-
tuin the Inrgest deposits, but vestiges of
the petrified forests are found over a wide
extent of country.

The forest s regarded as helonging to
the Trinssic nge and is therefore more an-
clent than the petrified forests of Cali-
fornia and the Yellowstone Park, which
are largely Tertiary.

Nowhere are the fossil trunks in their
ﬁh\re of growth. The original beds must

ave been o great deal higher In the
strata which were eroded to form the
sandstone Into which the trunks were car-
ried, and which was, probably coversd up
by Mesozole seas and not ralsed until the
greant Post-Cretaceous elevations began
and lifted this entire region a mile above
the present sen level

In offering his recommendation that the
tract be made n Government reservation,
Prof. Ward wa= influenced by the fact
that while ay yét no serlous inroads have
beeft made In the forest by tourists or by
the operatinns of several concerns 'hl('il
cut and polish and use the wood for orna-
mental purposes, it will not be long befors
the effect of such depredations, as regards
the more perfect specimens at least, will
be notlceable unless something e done
The great trunk which formsa the span
of the Chalesdony Bridge is sald to be un-
stnble, und If not artificislly supported
will soon fall into the gully it bridges,
1:1111; destroying a remuarkable natural cu-
rlosity.
