Brothers Mny Meet After Thirteen
Years Separation

The killing of John Ran apd wounding
of Steven Noonan laborers by George
Hyley a railroad section boss at a camp
netr Rldgeville Md Wednesday night
may possibly have an echo In this city
RIey has made his ecape and the police
here are searching for him as are the
authorities of Mainland Meanwhile
James Noomn of 123 Twent -- third Street
northwest emplfyed as a furnace worker
at the Union Trust Building Tlrst and K
Streets northeast blleves that Steven
Noonan who was fearfully beaten by
Riley and left for dead may be no
other than his brother for many cars
missing from home and friends in this
city

James Noonan visited Headquarters last
nignt anu asKea tnat steps ue taken to
learn the Identity of Steven Noonan who
Is now In a hospital at 1rederick Md
Previous to this Major Slvester had re¬

ceived a despatch from Glenn II North
lngton States Attorney for Frederick
County Md giving a description of Rly
and asking his arrest This despateh has
been sent to the various precincts and
several detectives were al3o assigned to
watch for the fugitive

According to the story of James Noonan
his brother now thlrt four ears old
left this city thirteen ears ago and went
North He visited several cities and
finally settled In Boston Mas where he
was married about six ears ago From
time to time letters were received by his
parents and family here but three ears
ago all trace of the missing brother was
Iot No answer was elicited b letters
and since that time nothing has been
heard from Steven Noonan b his friends
here

While reading of the tragedy at Rldge--
vlilo Cfcterda James Noonan says It oc- -
curred to him thit the wounded man at
the Frederick hosplt il might be his
brother All the more Is he Impressed
because his brother referred ears ago in
several letters to a man named Ran

I whom he claimed as a friend tht n living
j in Boston At that time Steven Noonan

was a brlckifter and worked for i time
on the union Dasencer denot at Boston
Today an effort will be made to learn the
Identity of the wounded laborer

Heroic Efforts Fail to Prevent a
Boys Death by Drowning

The Brick Yard Pond known al0 as
the Basin adjoining the American League
Baseball Park was the scene of a tragedy

esterda afternoon which cost one life
by drowning and nearly caused the loss
of several others A game between De-

troit

and Washington was In progress at
the time and hundreds of spectators went
to the scene of the accident

VWIlle Compton a fifteen- - eir old boy
was drowned Mounted Policeman Wil-
liam

¬

Riley who attempted to rescue the
outh clad In full uniform with the ex¬

ception of hat and coat got over his
depth and dragged down by the weight
of wet clothing went under the water
twice before a log was pushed to his as-

sistance
¬

Sergt W F Falvey who rush-
ed

¬

Into the water without Ialng aside
even his club also got beyond his depth
and was helped to shore with difficulty

Wllllo Farden the companion of the
boy drowned swam to shore In an ex-

hausted
¬

tunditlon and Arthur Richards
who was one of those vVho recovered
Comptons body from thebpitom of the
pond was anothel who nearly succumbed
to exhaustion

The two bOs Willie FardcnTand Willie
Compton had been swimming In the pool
for some time Willie Fardemswlms well
and Willie Compton could swim a little
The latter had been pushing about the
pond with the assistance of w log until
ho found himself in shoal water when he
discarded this assistance and swam about
by himself The pond Is full of many
deep holes thirty feet In many places
and the boy seems to have got beyond
his depth He cried for assistance
There vcre half a dozen other bos In

swimming at the time but all with the
exception of his companion Wllllo Far ¬

den made for shore Immediate and did
not attempt to rescue the boy Wllllo
Farden was worn out himself with con-
tinual

¬

swimming but did his utmost to
push a log to tho other boy Fuliy a
hundred people had collected on the bank
bjt no one at this time offered to so
to the bo s assistance They however
urged Willie Tarden In his efforts to as ¬

sist his companion
At this moment Policeman Riley made

his apperranciT and throwing aside his
coat hat and club dashed Into the water
He Is a good swimmer but the distance
was considerable to the farther side of
the pond where the bov was drowning
The bo sink below tho water rose sank
again and rose illle Farden was very
near him by this time with the log but

v lllte Compton had no further strength
and sink for the last time

Policeman Riley swam to the spot fully
fifty ards across the pond arriving there
just after the bo sank for the last time
He dived several times for the boy but
did not succeed In finding him He was
then in an exhausted condition He found
himself unable to make further head
wa and was slovvl sinking Sergeant
Falvey rushed into the water to his assis
tance without removing a single article
of apparel and carrying both club and
pistol

Lieutenant Daley who was In charge of
the police at the baseball park during the
progress of the game arrived from with ¬
in the enclosure to find tho citizens
making ever effort to rescue the police-
men

¬

William Corbett the watchman at
the baseball park divested himself of his
clothing and rushed into the water

A full dozen others some having dis-
robed

¬

and others still In their clothes
were also In the water Sergeant Falve
was pulled to shore by a chain of people
In and out of the water who seized him
by the hind and rescued him Watchman
Corbett pushed a log to Policeman Riley
In the nick of time and tho officer se-
cured

¬

a hold upon it and came wlthlh
reach of the chain and was also pulled
ashore

Those in the water were at this time
diving over the spot whee the boy Wil-
lie

¬

Compton had sunk out of sigut
Among these were Robert Bojle and Ar-
thur

¬

Richards The latter a boy of about
seventeen vears of age was the first to
find the bodv He grasped the right arm
and brought It to the surface where it
was seized bv Bovie and others an J
brought to shore Richards had been ac ¬

tive in giving assistance to Policemen
Rile and Falvey and was exhausted
and was assisted to shore at the same
time the body of the drowned bo was
brought to land

Coroner Nev itt Dr J E Jones and Dr
Scott were in attendance at the baseballgame and were sent for- - The Compton
bo had been under the water about ten
minutes before his body was recovered
and it was some minutes later before thephysicians arrived The worked over
the bod for fully an hour but were un-
able

JEALOUSY LEADS TO MURDER

One cjrro Fntnlly Stnlis Another In
si Flicht nt UeninTOod

Jealousy led to the deith last night of
Albert Hawkins colored about twenty
jears of age at the hands of Marcellus
Coles a negro barber The killing took
place nt Deanwood Park near the District
line Hawkins was stabbed In the lower
abdomen an artcr being severed and
death resulted from the loss of blood
and consequent exhaustion CoIi was
arrested and occupies a cell at the Ninth
precinct station while the body of Haw ¬

kins lies on a slab at the morgue
More than JW negroes had gathered at

Deanwood tho occasion being a picnic
given under the auspices of the Barbers
Pleasure Club Hawkins and Coles were
in the crowd as was M H Hill colored
with whom Emm Clay of 4 Ridge
Street northwest went to tho picnic It
is said that the Clay woman had received
attention for somejtImef from Coles and
tho trouble ending ln the killing is be¬

hoved by the pollco to have originated
over the woman Coleshad been drink ¬

ing with his brother and John Brooker
also colored in several saloons downtown
ana it was about 10 pclock when he
reached Deanwood On the way out from
th3 city ho had become separated from
his brother and Brooker seema to have
left Coles on arriving at the park Haw-
kins

¬

was already there and Coles saw
him once or twice as-- he walked aboutPrior to last night Coles and Hawkinsare said to have bejun good friendsIt was after 11 ocIoclc when Coles andHawkins met near the entrance of thepark surrounded by several other negroe Coles showed the effects of liquor
and he soon became involved In a quarrel
with his former friend A number of negroes gathered about to see what was

trouble but before aHlnst hm The charge at first
the danger Coles drew a nenknlfo tmm
his pocket and stabbed deep Into tho
abdomen of Hawkins All was confu-
sion

¬

for a few minutes after the stabbing
Hawkins fell near where he was cut and
died within a very short time Coles on
the other hand turned brushed aside
several persons who obstructed his path
and fled from the park

A special watchman named Norris pulled
a revolver out of his pocket as Coles ran
and fired two shots after fugitive but

effect Meanwhile Hill together
with the Clay woman and another woman
unknown to thi police started to leave

park for a car to this city- - Coles en-
countered

them at the gate and Is said to
have slashed vlclcusl at Hill as ho ran
besides making all manner of threats
toward the Clay woman Somebody
meanwhile had run 0ut of the park by
another gate and summoned faergeant
Hartman of the Ninth precinct station

Sergeant Hartman soon located
Coles who had taken refuge In a clump
of bushes outside the enclosure and
started to make the arrest Coles was
still armed wlh his knife as the police-
man

approached and the latter drew his
revolver to defend himself On seeing tho
pistol Coles dropped the knife and gave
himself vn He was hustled into a car
and removed to the police tattm by Po-
liceman

Russell After questioning hewas locked up
Sergeant Hartman and Policeman Rlck

etts meanwhile took charge of
bod of Hawkins which was removeti to
this city on a car and placed at themorgue Coroner Nev Itt was then noti-
fied

Hawkins was a hostler employed
at the McCauley livery stables He was
about twenty years old and lived at 770
O Street northwest Coles has workedfor some time in the barber shop of Rufus
Jackson colored at Fifth and N Streets
northwest

Shllo In a cell Coles stated that hestabbed Hawkins but not intend to
him He said also that he strucka woman named Daley who lives on TStreet neir Twelfth Street northwestwith an old hat and that he wis sur-

rounded

The Rev Mr Williams Takes His
Case to the Supreme Court

Ilnn1l to Obfnln Clrrlenl Relief
After Three Icon Efforts He

The trill three vears ago by an eccles-
iastical

court of tho Rev Gilbert Fearing
Williams formerly rector of Christ
Church and his subsequently being de ¬
posed from the priesthood of the Church
Is recalled by the filing of a petition by
Mr Williams yesterday in the Supreme
Court of the District asking that a writ
of certiorari Issue against Henry Y Sat
terlee Bishop of the Diocese of Wash-
ington

¬

requiring him to certify to a copy
of the actions testimony findings and all
other papers In connection with tho case
to the District courts for rev lew and cor
rection on their merits The Rev Mr
Williams was tried by an ecclesiastical
court appointed by Bishop Satterlee dur
ing the earlv part of the year 1KB on the
charge of immoral conduct with one of
his female parishioners The proceedings
continued for several days and resulted
in his being deposed from tho ministry

Tho Rev Mr Williams had for many
cars been the rector of Christ Church

and was extremely popular not only with
tin liity but the jwlesthood of the dio ¬

cese It was duripg the fall of the ear
1S97 while he wasahscnt from the city
on account of his health Uiat the charge

In the petition filed esterday the Rev
Mr Williams states that the records of
the trial are asked for in order thit the
may be reviewed and corrected on their
merits and that ihe exercise of authority
and errors may be corrected according to
liw and that the petitioner may have
such other relief as the Supreme Court of
tho District may deem proper

The petitioner also excepts to the le ¬

gality of the composition of tho ecclesl
astlcal court which found him guilt of
th3 charge against him stating that It
was not convened in accordance with the
canons of the Church As a result of his
trial Rev Mr Wllilaris claims that he has
been wrongful deprived of his office of
priest

According to the canons of the Church
It Is contended bMr Williams no ac-
cused

been reluctant to bring the proceedings
and action of the ecclesiastical court and
of the Bishop before the secular courts
with the Inevitable result of producing a
great scandal in the Church and com-
munity

For this reason under the ad ¬

vice of his friends and fellow clergmen
he saS he has forborne until now from
doing so He further asserts that he
used ever other means within his power
to effect within the circle of the Church
a rectification of the great wrong done
him Falling in this however he states
