placed with the foot toward tho cast
front of the Capitol At the head of the
bier will be erected in all probability a

The body is to be taken from the hllc
House at 10 oclock When it arrives at
the c pltol the casket will be carried
throSli the cast doors and placed on the
catafalque Scon after the doors will bo

The aged regarded him as a son the
middle aged as a brother and the young
as a father or older brother It Is passing
strange that the assassins bullet should
have selected such a man for lt3 victim
Every family in the country has a feel
