UNABLE TO DISCRIMINATE.

No Authority for Denying Annrehist
Publications the Mails,
Newspapers and nerfodieals of anarchis-
tle tendencles enjoy the same privileges
and have the same protection from the
Unitcd States Government, In regard o
thelr transmission through the madls, as
ln}ul tired  legitimate publications, The
Department seems powerle
ording to postal regulations, to dlb-
criminate between anarchistic and other
newspupers, but 1t is sald that Postmaster

General Smith will solve ths problem.

The question of entirely withdrawing
from newspapers and other publicstions
of anarchistic tendencles all postal priv-
lleges is belng seriously consldersd by the
Postoffice Department. The only obstacle
to the Immedinte 1ssue of an order of that
kind seems to be the postal laws regulat-
ing matters of this smt. There Is noth-
ing In the regulations of the service, it
Is sald, that gives the Postoffice Depart-
mont authority to throw out Uterature of
this class.
