As simply as could have the humblest
citizen President Roosevelt accompinled
by his children ICermit and Ethel walked
from tho White House to service at mod ¬

est little Grace Church near Fifteenth
and O Streets jesterday After partlcl
pating devoutl in the servi e and listen-
ing

¬

to the sermon preached ov the pastor
the Rev J M Schick the President took
his way afoot back to the White House
all unconcerned apparently of the atten-
tion

¬

he attracted This Is plain Mr
Roosevelt member of tho Dutch Re¬

formed Church who nttends services at
the Itttle house of worship which has at-

tracted
¬

more attention in the past week
than It ever did before

There are no evidences of rank There
is not even on his pew the silver plate en ¬

graved President which has designated
at other Washington churches the seat
of the Chief Magistrate Dr Schick re-

gards
¬

the President as merelj one of his
congregation a relation evidentb highly
satlsfactorj to Sir Roosevelt himself Of
course the little church was crowded to
the doors Many came quite early In or-

der
¬

to get a seat
The genernl expectation of the large

crowd which gathered seemed to be that
the smart ofllcial equipage from tho
White House would convej the President
to church It was remembered that ho
walked to church last Sunday but he
was then living at tho home of his broth-cr-ln-la-

Captain Cowies not far distant
Some surprise was therefore evident when
the President appeared around the corner
of Fifteenth Street and Rhode Island
Avenue after having walked from the
Executive Mansion up Sixteenth Street
He entered the door of the church at
eactl 11 oclock and while the congrega ¬

tion was standing passed to his per
which is the second from the front on
the left hand side of the church The
children were but a step behind him their
manner in a lesser degree showing the
Flmightforwardness and decisiveness of
their father Kcrmit Is rather slender
but erect with light hair and complex ¬

ion Ethel a remarkablj pretty child
was attired In a dainty costume of white
Ilannel with n sailor collar He hat was
a becoming creation In black On his left
arm ICermit wore a band of mourning

The children displav ed a ready knowl-
edge

¬

of the service in all parts of which
they Joined with their father They also
Joined In the singing of the hjmns among
which was the Presidents favorite How
Firm a Foundation The President fol-

lows
¬

the service closelv never omitting to
Join with the congregation in the respon ¬

sive reading His voice has a clear car
rjing quality which makes him distinctly
heard for some little distance

Outside on the broad lawn the church
stands well back from the street there
was quite a crowd Three policemen
paced on the sidewalk Unobtrusively a
Secret Service man kept a close eve on
all proceedings within a block

It was Just a little more thin an hour
after the President entered the church
that the benediction was pronounced by
Dr Schick and the congregation rose and
stood waiting for the President to pass
out He shook hands warmly with Dr
Schick as the latter passed down the
aisle The children did the same and
then Mr Roosevelt walked down the aisle
and through the door tho congregation
following after He took a brisk pace
which was easily maintained by the chil-

dren
¬

and walked down Fifteenth Street
to Rhode Island Avenue where he turned
toward Scott Circle

The President when afoot alwajs
abbreviates his route by cutting across
corners The Secret Service man walked
on the opposite side of the street and
kept within close distance of the Presi-
dent

¬

until the latter entered the White
House The party walked south on the
east sidewalk of Sixteenth Street after
having passed part way around Scott Cir-
cle

¬

Behind them were a large number
of people who had attended the service
or who had jseen him emerge from the
church Many of those whom the Presi ¬

dent passed tipped their hats in salute
which Mr Roosevelt Invariably returned

When ncaring Lafajette Square two
well known newspaper correspondents
rode bj in an automobile A moment
after passing they saw the President and
tipped their hats Mr Roosevelt was evi ¬

dent glad to see them for he waved his
glossy headpiece at arms length above
his head The correspondents at once de ¬

serted their automobile and appraachlng
the curb were cordially greeted b the
President with whom they walked to and
entered the White House

Dr Schicks sermon had no especial
references aproiKis of the history making
occurrences of th past mouth He chose
for his text John xiv13 Is it lawful to
hal on tho Sabbath Dr Schick said
In part

Jesus comes to every feast and is
present In every sorrow In todajs les ¬

son he is present at a supper in the home
of the chief Pharisee Jos and sorrows
pleasures and pains are continually so
mingled that there is always need for
him at both and whenever he is present
he is unchangingly the hialer comfort-
ing

¬

in sorrow and sanctlf Ing in pleas ¬

ure The setting for this text Is laid in
a society scene It is at the home of a
chief of the Pharisees and those who
know the Pharisees easily understand the
character of the company made up as it
was of lawyers scribes and chief rulers

One sufferer afflicted with the palsy
Is in this companv gathered around the
table on a Sabbath evening He was evi ¬

dently brought there as a trap to catch
our Saviour for It is recorded that thecompany watched him closely meaning
that It was the purpose of our Saviours
enemies to turn tho common nennl

i I against him because they knew thatL Jesus would heal the atlllcted even though
It be the Sabbath

It should ho observed that the Sab¬

bath Is older than the law The giving
of the law made the Sabbath a privilege
of the Jew but their traditions have made
it a centre of formalism The purpose
of the question of the text was punlj to
open the ejes of the Pharisees to this
strange misconception of the law For
vvh it is here said of the Sabbath attach-
es

it to every law of the ecalogue Theft
did not begin to be wrong when God said

Thou ihall not steal noV murder crim-
inal

when he said Thou shalt not killI he purpose of all laws in not to be
found In binding obligation upon the peo ¬
ple Whenever laws are observed In ser ¬

vile humility thm force and characterbuilding are destrojed When the rulers
find no answer to tho questions In the
text Jesus answers It by healing the suf-
fering

The lesson in the situation for every
believer is character The conditions rep ¬

resented bv the palsies m in continue
now Society and the nation needs a
healing which Is possible only through the
gospel For the purpose of this healing
Christianity Is God s agent among men
and it is our privilege as members of his
kingdom nlwavs to be his agent for thisregeneration of men

Every form of obedience should find
Its motives not In mere- - observations of
the letter of laws but In the desire to ho
live as bv our lltes to reveal Gods char-
acter

The words oi the text are plain he said
showing that each of us is placed out
and ordained to bring forth results for
Christ No one Dr Gates said wishes
his or her life to be fruitless The begin-
ning

¬

of the doctrine of the Holy Spirit
the light of God in the life of man he
said Is the beginning of the spirit of
Christ In man

At no time since the day of the resur ¬

rection of Jesus Christ Dr Gates said
has the Church been without a living wit ¬

ness of the power of the Holy Spirit and
through all the ages It has borne fruit
The praer of Jesus Christ was that we
might be one with him and we like him
have been sent out in his name to seek
and save the lost So far as his life Is in
us we will bo bent on his business So It
Is that the church which Is not reaching

ant priests with Dr Stafford filed Into
the church the sun fcU in beams through
the stained glass windows Hooding the
main altar with iridesvent colors Before
the consecration the main altar was light-
ed

¬

up with a multitude of candles which
rtlio ted their soft ravjs from the glisten-
ing

¬

whiteness of the marble sculpture ot
the table of the LordJ A special musical
programme aided in making the occasion
a memorable one

Dr Stafford sang the mass with a firm
clear and strong voice The Rev John
T Whelan pastor of the Church of St
Mary the Star of the Sea Baltimore
preached the sermon which made a deep
impression by reason of its strong argu-
ments

¬

rather Whelan was assistant
priest of St Patricks in 1SS5 when he
was transferred to the cathedral in Balti-
more

¬

He Is a native of Georgetown The
speaker took as his text Matthew ixl S

Every high priest taken from among
men Is ordained for i sn In the things
that appertain to God and said

What arc the things that appertain to
God The Lord tells us himself In the
gospel of St Matenew all power Is given
to me In heaven and on earth and among
these are truth and grace Truth is sig¬

nified by the charge to teach and grace
Is signified by the charge to baptize and
these are tho things that ippertaln to
God The human race needs this truth
and this grace The human race is always
aiming at something which lies above Its
limited sense of reason It is ahvajs after
a higher life There is no man who is not
conscious of his weakness and hs man
shortcomings and his sins There is no
man who dots not at some time send up
a cry to God to help him to comfort and
aelv isc him

These two things truth and divine
grace belong to God and God alone This
seems wonderful but jou have only to
open your Bible to find It We find Jesus
telling his disciples to go and teach all
nations and wc find Jesus giving them
divine grace and telling them to baptize
to wipe away tho stains of sin to change
the wine and bread Into the spiritual
body of God for the sanctiflcation of his
children

Referring to Dr Stafford the speaker
said The duties of priest and pastor
in this church are laid upon one who has
alwajs had before him for his guidance
the highest Ideal of sacerdotal life To
him these duties are not new To the
people of St Patricks he is no stranger
You have seen mm In the various phases
of priestly work

In the past his guiding principle has
been that whatever talent whatever qual
lt of mind or power of sieech or force
of influence he possessed all this should
be redoubled and intensified in the things
that appertain to God and In the service
of his neighbor Nor will It be otherwise
In the future

Before th conclusion of the- - mass Dr
Stafford stepped f6rward within the altar
railing and expressed his deep felt grati ¬

tude tor the kindnes nnd love which had
been offered to him on nil sides He espe-
cially

¬

thanked the nltar bos and paid a
high tribute to th5 choir for having ren-
dered

the most beautiful of all masses
He finally aldressed himself to the con-
gregation

It Is customary on occasions of this
