AMEER OP AFGHANISTAN DEAD

Son of the Lute littler Reports he
Demise of Ills Totlicr

LONDON Oct 7 A despatch to the
Central News from Simla savs that
Hablbullah the eldest son of the
Ameer of Afghanistan has reported to
the British agent at Cabul that the
Ameer died last Thursday after a brief
Illness

SIMLA Oct T The British agent at
Cabul has transmitted a message to the
Indian Government slating that Hablbul-
lah

¬

Khan the Ameers eldest son and
nominated heir in Durban on October 2

asked the public to pray in all the
mosques for the recovery of his father
who was serloub 111 He communicated
his action to the British Resident who
the next da received a further notifica-
tion

¬

that the Ameer hid died carl In the
morning of October 3

No further details have been received
Nothing Is known of the situation at Ca-

bul
¬

but it Is assumed that Hubibullah
Khan has succeeded to the throne and
holds control

The Ameer was horn In 1S3I and had
hem on the throne twenlv onc jears He
dominated Afghanistan as no ruler Ins
done for manv J ears and will be a most
conspcuous figure in her historv

His life was a stormj one Tor twelve
5 ears of his early m inhood he was an
exile kept out of Afghanistan by the
Jealous fears of his uncle Shere All
against whom he had sided when All and
the other two ons of the famous Dost
Mahommed were fighting for the thron

It was In 16S that he fled the countrj
and for ten of the vears before he re¬

enter Afghanistan he was tht guest of
the Czar living on Russian bounty In

the city of Samarcare The Russians
have accused him of the grossest ingrat-
itude

¬

in these later jerrs when he Ins
treated Russia almost as an enemy
the opportunitv of Abdurrahn nn Kh n

the exile came In 1SS0 and he wa3
equal to it Abdurrahman was astute
enough to see that his real Interests
were nearer to India than to Kussia His
countrj was a buffer State between the
two dominlors He desired to be an In-

dependent
¬

ruler and Eigland could help
him If he was strong enough to be a
stumbling block In the way of Russias
advance toward India So he lost no
time In declaring that England s friends
were his friends and her enemies were
his enemies and cfter taking some time
to think It over England gave him a
pension of CieCOXi a vear

The Ameer justified the confidence re¬

posed In him He showed that he was
strong enough to answer for the tran
quillity of Cabul and the adjacent dis¬

tricts He did far more than this The
London Times summed up his achieve-

ments
¬

in 1S91 when it said that by his
energy and ability he had restored Af¬

ghanistan from being merely a geograph-
ical

¬

expression Into a strong and united
kingdom

The Ameer had several wives none of
whom bore him any chlldrtn who long
survived Among his concuLlnes was a
slave girl who had been the handnalden
of the Ameers second wife The elder of
his two sons bj this woman of lowly
origin Is Hablbullah the heir to the
throne He Is now thirty jears old He
stammers and according to his father the
Impediment In his speech Is the cfTect of
poison administered by a cousin with a
view to clearing the way to his own suc-

cession

In li9 the Ameer formally nominated
him heir to the throne presenting him
with a sword of state but his brother
Nasrulll Jan who is only a car ounger
was In late ears said to be his fathers
favorite and to be far more Intelligent
than his brother The Afghans were
ruled with a rod of iron by the late
Ameer and his successor the son of a
slave woman will have to show the qual-
ities
