With the situation in the casa of the
American mlslonary Miss Kllen M
Stone becoming more critical each hour
the matter has become so delicate ex-

plains

Mr Ade tho Acting Secretary of
State that h i must maintain a policy of
tho strictest r tlcence Kverj effort is
being made by this Government to secure
Miss Stones release from the Bulgarian
brigands Mr Adeo said jesterdaj that
in order to carrj the negotiations for her
release to a successful conclusion he must
preserve complete silence as any false
step might verj easily frustrate the alms
of the Department and tho earnest desires
of the American people Ho admitted
however that many of the press de¬
spatches concerning the situation are
false but said that he could not correct
them as to do so would bo to give a
correct version of the affair It is be-

lieved

by this remark that tne real situa-
tion

is not suspected
The olllclal reports thus far received

from Consul General Dickinson do not
show whether or not a respite has been
granted As a matter of fact there Is
