An interosling review of experimonts
aonducted in France and Italy to pree
“Yent hallstorms by the bardment of
oloeds suspected of hallstorm qualitiss
with explosives dischargedfrom spociaily
destghied cannon, has been progsred by
Vil L. Moore, Actirg 3écretary of Age
ficulture.  Mr, Moore discredits the re-
ports of effective results, and states that
scletitists both in this countrs und abrosd
ar: united in a disbellef of the value of
the experiments. Mr. Moore says:

Bevern! manufac-
Lurers bive placed upon the market a
special form of cannon whico they claim
will  effectively break up  hali-bearing
civuds, The bellef in the offficacy of thia
nethod of protection hias besome guite
Rener=! in FEuorope, sithough sclontlsts
versed In the physies of (he air have nog
expressed confidence in the system.

“in brief, the apparatus in use consists
of & cannon fitted with = funnel-shaped
canical extension, The diMerence between
the varlsus forma of cannon that are
used Tles malnly in the shape and siae of
the funnel extensions, and the stze of
the powder chnrges. Usually the cannon
Is fired verticuilly upward, nithough In
sotpe Ipstnoces the opparatus is inclined
toward an advancing cloud. The «ffect
of the funoel attechment Is o cauxe the
formation of a mass of mapidly revoiving
alr, or vortex, which lenves the mouth of
the cancon with tremendoun velocity. In
=hape thess vortices can be llkened some-
what to the rings or puffs of smoke
mudc by a person smoking a clgar.

It Ix elaimed that these whicling maan-
en of air, intermixzed with gases from the
~xplosives, are forced upward to a suf-
fielont o *ht to enter the hail elogd and
dustroy the hall-forming processes of tha
ruk. If it is granted that these rings
ancend to & sulicient helght to enter the
cloud, which I doubt, [ am of the apdnton
that the forer of the ring s too Py
tir huve any effect an the cloud.
