The first Christmas festivities hold In
the Whlto House occurred 3a December
15 1500 less than three months nfter tho
completion of the mansion Since that
occasion which was fittingly termed the
national house warming there have been
nn even one hundred such celebrations In
the historic old structure

In the good old dajs when the White
House was a brand new structure fresh
from the hands of tho architect and
builders Mrs John Adams its first occu-

pant
¬

complained bitterly to her friends
that the mansion was too large and roomy

for comfort She declared that tho house
should have been much smaller In size
and more inug In design

In these closing dajs of 1931 the remorse
of Mrs Adams complaint Is true The
present occupant Mrs Roosevelt finds

the same mansion entirely too small for
the modern comfort of her family and the
social and official requirements of this
advanced age

When Mrs Abigail Adams the wife of

John Adams our second President was

Installed as the first mistress of the man ¬

sion of Presidents In October 1S00 Its In-

terior

was bleak and cheerless Mrs Ad ¬

ams prided herself on being a model New
England housekeeper but she was ut-

terly
¬

confused by her capacious llly
lieated illy lighted environments The
big rooms and hallways with their great
width breadth and depth almost con-

founded

her
The mansion was but dimly Sighted

compared with the present Illuminations
by numerous candles and lamps almost
as ancient In form and finish as the fa ¬

bled lamp of Aladdin Instead of steam
radiators heat was furnished by great
wood flr s on the broad dearths which

roared and crackled and sent showers of

sparks up the ample chimneys

One of Mrs Adams complaints was

that the mansion was drafty and llly
lieated by tho wood fires Another was

that there were no bells provided with
which to summon her servants and a
scarcity of lamps At that time tho East
loom which has Binco been the scce of

so many public functions and about which
cluster so many historic memories was
used by Mrs Adams washwomen as a
drying room In which the weekly waBh
was strung about on lines until It was
dried sufficiently to bo operated upon by

the negro women lroners The East Par-

lor

was afterward known officially as the
audience room

Clirlstmnn In 1800
On the first Christmas Day In the White

House It is recorded snow mantled the
earth to a depth of nearly two feet It
was a typical old fashioned Christmas
Day with all tho accompaniment of wind
and weather Old Jack Frost waB busy
and decorated In fantastic desirns with
Sims of Ice the window panes of the big
Trhlte mansion Downstairs In tic kitch-
en

¬

there was a blaze of light and genial
warmth from the great piles of oak and
hickory in the broad fire places while
the atmosphere of the building was redo ¬

lent with the odor of the viands being
prepared for the Christmas feast

There were no chefs and assistant chefs
ttllh corps of white clad assistants nor
such ranges and cooking utensils as are
provided for the White House kitchen of
today Old colored mammies Dcatly
clad in bright calico frocks long white
aprons and bright colored kerchiefs on
their beads flitted hither and thither be-

fore
¬

the roaring blazes on the hearths as
they prepared the food for President John
Auams and his yuletide guests

3Im Attain Hit Oh n Chef
Indeed Mrs Abigail Adams herself per ¬

formed tho functions of executive chef
Wearing an Immaculate apron ehc busied
herself giving direction to first one negro
servant and then another The picture
thus presented was in strange contrast
with that In the White House kitchen In
the winter of 1S01 presided over by an
educated negro chef brought from New
iork by President Itoosovclt and pro-

vided
¬

with every culinary implement
1 noirn to modern times

Mrs Adams and her ccrps of assistants
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did their biking In ancient Dutch ovens
while suspended above tiie log fire by Iron
chains and tripods were big pots and
stew pans The two great turkeja which
formed tho pieces do resistance at the
Christmas spread in 1S00 wcro hand
raised and hand fed by a country gentlo- -
man in Fairfax Count Va who present ¬

ed them to Mrs Adams with his es ¬

teemed compliments
Although those toothsome birds were

born and bred on the sacred soil of Old
Virginia Old Aunt Xanrj tho head cook
who was a native of SL Mary County
Md insisted upon serving them in Mary-

land
¬

style as she did the ojstcrs and
Mrs Adams humored her and they wero
so served The New England pumpkin
pies and plum pudding wcro prepared
strictly after formulas provided by Mrs
Adams and under her peisonal super-
vision

Old writers declared the Christ-
mas

dinner thus prepared was a culinary
marvel groatl enjoved by thbse who had
tho rare good fortune to be present

All ucNlM at Iuse
The affair was homelike in Its details

and the distinguished diners discussed
with equal satisfaction the smoking vi
aniU on the homely dining tabic and the
great questions of state which were agl
tntlng the American people at that crucial
period of our national existence There
was an absence of stiff formality and tho
host and genial Mrs Abigail Adams bade
the guests to feel at home and help
themselves just as they would at their
own boards

How different from the conspicuous din ¬

ners of this period tho state dinners for
example In the White House Tho latter
are a predominant feature of the social
life in the Executive Mansion as the
Christmas dinners

The state dinners during recent years
have been quite formal affairs but It is
hinted that President Roosevelt will do
away with much of tho stiffness and
formality during his term of office and

Ingenious MhvkkKt XlrliiKinj in
WIiInIo Irom Cnnniln

Ot the hundreds of farm and house-

hold
¬

utensils which the Swedish settlers
brought to Maine when they came more
than twenty Cve years ago every one has
disappeared except the graceful and handy
ski The wooden shoes lasted until they
wore out and cheerfully gavo place to
cowhide boots The wooden plows wcro
converted Into firewood as soon as steel
plows could be purchased but the skis
stayed and multiplied many fold until
today they are as common aniens tho
Yankee residents as they arc with tho
Immigrants

Ilttlc change has been mado In tho
shape ot the ski although tho ski stick
formerly a cudgel ot hard wood with a
knob at one end for the purpose of steer
ing the ski over lh drifts has under-
gone

¬

great Improve nent It Is no longer
a stick cv ept Ir i ime for It Is mado
of metal pipe while the terminal knob is
a hollow ball of polished brass The Im ¬

proved stick is not only suffer and more
serviceable than its wooden predecessor
but It weighs less and is more reliable at
critical times

Until two years ago the ski sticks of
brass and steel were not common beyond
the Swedish settlement where every
woman and child travels by ski so long as
the snow it on the ground In lsvj the
new sticks began to bo seen In Houlton
Pert Palrfleld and other villages along
tin Canadian line It was also noticed
that as metal ski sticks became more
plentiful the price of good whisky grew
less and there was more of the liquor of ¬

fered for aale As the revenues did not
Increase In proportion to the sales tho
custom house officials mado a few trip
to the places where liquor was sold across
the line and learned of a new devi e for
smuggling

The metal ski sticks are hollow the In-

side

of the large ones holding nearly a
gallon ny fitting a screw cap to tho top
of the slick the latter could be made to
carr whsky In safety As soon us the
Invention was made ski piriea became
very popular emong the mn who spent
portions of their time nround tho hotels
and restaurants It became a custom for
parties of five or six to make a trip over
the boundary line In the morning Stop
ping nt a saloon to quench their tlilrst
they filled their slicks with red liquor
and came home much refreshed from their
healthful exercise In the open air

Meantime tho price of liquor lnd gone
down until the drummers who came up
from Boston refused to compete with tho
goods that were Imported and an inves-
tigation

wns started When the flrstsnow
fell this jenr the revenue officers were on
hand and confiscated the loaded sticks
since which time the ski parties have not
been so frtquent

Risking his life that he might rescue a
helpless cat William Clynes climbed 73

feet on Monday night last to tho flp top
ot the wcathorn worn flagstaff In Carr
Park St Louis

Por three long hungry days puss had
clung to the gilded ball that crowned tho
flagstaff meowing plteously for succor
Relief expeditions planned by Parkkeepcr
Patrick Reel and Patrolman Ferle proved
futile and the cat clung to tho top of
the pole and was starving to death when
Clynes rescued her

Saturday puss ran blithely up the tall
creaking flagstaff seeking a Jaunty coek
sparrow for dinner The sparrow a gay
little troubadour flew away when puss
was within three feet ot his lofty perch

Disappointed puss climbed up to the
gilded ball that surmounts the flag polo
and considered her line of retreat Quick-

ly

she discovered a paramount fact in cat
anatomy She saw that her claws were
curved Inwardly making them fine for
climbing but useless for a descent over a
curved object

All day Monday the cat clung to her
perch a dot In the gray sky Monday

lptiples in England to Lend
SlKlitlcss Persons

Among the many careers that dog
who ha3 to work for his living may fol-

low Is that of leading tho blind
Of course the work Is one that re-

quires some training and there are In
fact number of what may be called
preparatory schools for this sort of busi-
ness

The most reliable guides are the pro-
duct ot the Instructions ot man whose
kennels are In lltle village In England

As the dag which Is to act In
ihc place of pair of eyes has no easy
task before Only the most
puppies are chcaen to be trained for tho
purpose

Having selected the little animal whose
life work will be to lead the blind
tha breeder leaves with Its mother until
It U at least some four months old Its
playful babyhood at an end tho puppy
begins to go to school taking as first
step lessons in the art of walking in
straight line nd at steady pace Tha
school room to begin with the kennel
yard later country lane by and
by the village street

It takes time for lively young animal
to learn thai sudden dashes here and
there must not be In while some
one has hold of chain attached to Its
collar But after about two months con
stant dally practice tho lesson is driven
home

By making excursions in ail directions
leaving the dog to do all the
home the blind expert tests and develops
Its sense of locality He furthermore ac-
