NEW YORK Dec 22 Residents of
Stntcn Island who tnkc an Interest in
things historical are much worried over
the recent destruction of two houses
which they hoped would be preserved
The Ilcdell homestead near Green Hldgc
one of the oldest and most historic houses
on the Island has been practically de-

molished
¬

within the last month It has
been a picturesque ruin for some time
hating been partially burned for rirewood
by a negro family who occupied it

The quaint old home of Admiral Sloat
who commanded the Pacific Squndron in
the war with Mexico Is being torn down
to make room for a new building The
destruction of these landmarks is expect ¬

ed to call forth renewed activity on tho
pirt of the Statcn Island Historical Com-
mission

chlifs were quartered In the house while
the others had to content themselves with
beds In the woods The peace was finally
arranged and for many tears the Indians
made annual pilgrimages to the spot to
renew the treaty The settlers took agreat Interest In these ratification meet-
ings

The houso was the scene of several

fierce mcounters In the course cf the war
between British and Colonial troops After
the battle of Richmond Court House tho
Americans ambushed a large partyof Brit-
ish

The old homestead was built In the sub-
stantial

fashion which prcrnlled In early
