NOT A BUSINESS PROPOSITION.

Declares Mr. Morris in Error Both in
Factsa nand Deductions — Present
Method an Economy to Houschold-
ern and to Distriet asn 8 Whole—
Cost of Ash Recepincles.

A few days ago Mr. W. J. Morris sent ¢
communleation to the District Commis-
sloners in which he took excoption to the
statement submitted by Superintendent
Warner Stutler reintive to the ssh serv-
e, Among other things, Mr. Morrils
stated that the Superintendent of Street
Cleaning does not go about the collection

ta regarding the service in the right
manner.

In roply to this erlticism, Mr. Stutler
submits the following statement:

Mr. Stutler's Reply.

“The only data referred to by Mr. Mor-
risare In connection with the eight houses
in his Immadiate neighborhood. Out of the
elght he admits that seven receive serv-
lce and but one does not. At the same
time he says he only receives partial serv-
ice, but admits that it iz his own fault,
fn that he has not provided a sufficlent
number of metal receptacles to contaln a
weelk's accumulation of ashes.

“Since the regulations are part of the
contract, of eourse partial compliance
with them entities him to a eorrespond-
ing serylce; bub if he will observe them
as they should be observed, he will recelve
full service,

Present Methods Upheld.

“AR to his suggestion that a house-lo-
house canvass should be made, our ex-
perience has proved thai In many cases
householders do not report all the facts,
whether by reason of relying on  the
statements of their servants or otherwise,
and it thercfore follows that the only
true method of arriving at the actual con-
ditlona is thoe one 1 have pursucd of hav-
ing the inspectors go with the wagons,
thus enabling them to see just how mat-
ters s=tand,

“The statement that it takes ten min-
utes to serve a house is simply erronsous,
and anyone wishing to saticfy himself
in that respect may do %o by timing the
eollectors, who In pinety cases out of a
hundred have only to pass through the
gate, plek up the c¢an, walk ten steps
and empty It into the wagon. This, my
Inspectors repart, does not tuke over two
minutes, -

Avernge Cost of Recepiacien.

‘Mr. Morris states that the cost of one
regulation receptacle |s $2.25, and that as
would require three or four
of them It wou!d secessitate nn outlay
of §6.50 or %, ‘as the case might be.
As & matter of flict the average cost of
cans s $LO0 each, and two of them (equal
to two barreis) will ‘erdinarily contain a
week's aocumulation, making the average
£2 for each householder under the
sent system; wherens under the old
hod it cost ten cents per barrel.
‘Two barrels per week for twenty-two
n all fires nre golng, and one-
per week during the remain-
weeks, gives a total of fAfty-
per annum, which at ten
cente per buwrrel equals $5.90, the average
expended by each householder
vhen the private collector was in
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stlenalle whether

wuld be permitted to of his
ashes at his own convenlence.

“If he were given sgeh permission what
would  be convenlence, and would he
dispose of them? Experleoce has taught
that peuple would have thom
moved w olhvrs monthly, and others,
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it over to the private collector, and the
process of removal after leaving the
premizes was without supervision. This
resulted In numerous complaints of the
reckless manner In which such material
was hauled through the streots, not only
becausa the Iatter were littered with
dropplogs, but also because the prio-
ciples of cleanliness were violated In
other ways. The average ash cart Is a
ramshackle affair, n patchwork of wires
and odds and ends, disreputable In ap-
pearance and inefficlent in service.

“Furthermore, the material removed by
the private collector Is not separated, and
the mixture, which includes paper and
other combustible waste that should be
bauled to the crematory and burned, is
placed on the public dumps and on va-
cunt lots, and becomes a serfous nul-
sance by being blown over the streels or
burned on the dumps.

Hopefual of Future,

“A few years ago, when regulations
were promulgated Trequiring meial re-
ceptacles for garbage, a grent many peo-
ple objected, but later reallzed the im-
portance of complying with the same, and
did so; and it I8 belleved that in the near
future the few who object to the ash
regulations will supply themselves witha
suflicient number of lawful receptacles to
hold thelr ashes, in accordance with the
requirements of the contract, when they
will recelve regular wrekly service.”
