Bishop W A Wilson of Baltimore
preached yesterday morning at Mount
Vernon Square M E Church South There
was a large congregation present to hear
the venerable divine whose general sub¬
ject was Sin and Death The discourse
was more than ordinarily interesting and
its effect was made the more Impressive
by the forceful eloquence of the speaker

Bishop Wilson took as his text Romans
ju for tt when we were enmies

were reconciled to God by
we

winutain huthis much more being reconciled wo
shall be saved by his life

In developing the text Bishop Wilson
quoted from the words of Paul to show
that If through the offense of one many
be dead so by the abundance of grace
and of the gift of righteousness shall
reign in life by one Jesus Christ For as
by one mans disobedience many were
made sinners so by the obedience of one
shall many be made righteous

The terms of tho text the speaker said
are simple direct and emphatic
is no salvation without reconciliation with
iod ho the reverse is true that hostility
to God Is fatal to man Some men do not
work in conjunction with God They en-
deavor

to get the best of all that is in
life In spite of him

There arc many ho said who get angry
when the subject of Cod and salvation Is
introduced as they contend at inoppor-

Death said Bishop Wilson is the heri-

undeflled and his death was In violation
of the law of God It however could not
have been inflicted without his consent
Death had no power over him He was
