Earlier Than July 4 Attempts to
Amend Bill Defeated

The general deficiency appropriation
bill was considered and passed by th
House jesterday completing so far as
Initial work by the House Is concerned
the list of great appropriation measures

Before the bill was put to a vote Mr
Cowherd Dem Mo a member of the
District Committee made an effort to
have incorporated in Its provisions an
amendment fixing tho telephone rates
in tho District of Columbia He offered
an amendment to the measure in the
orm of the bill which he introduced on

Tuesday fixing the measured and flat
rates for telephone service

The effort was unsuccessful owing to
the point of order raised by Mr Mann
Rep Ill that the amendment vas not

germane to the bill The point was sus-

tained
