Preparing for Unusually
Heavy Fall Sales.

IRON AND STEEL ACTIVE

Weekly Reviews of Bradstreet and Dun/
Show the Condition of Trade to Be a|
Flattering One — Spinning Mills
Waiting the New Crop.

NEW YORK, July 18.—Dun's review
tomorrow will say:

“Settlement of labor controversles nnd
prospect of early egreements as to other
strugglea have greatly Improved the in-
dustrial outlook, whila agricuitural con-
ditions steadily Improve. As these have
been the only unfavorable Influences loT
some months, the prospects for active
trade are decidedly encouraging.

“Preparations for unusually heavy fall
sales are beipg mnode, and confidence
grows stronger. Mills and furnaces that
have been ldle on account of the w.nal
overhaullng, resumed as rapldly as nead-
ed repairs could be made. Financial
conditicns nre sound, the mid-year divi-
dend distributions producing no strin-
geney, and speculgtion has been heavy
for the season, both In securitles and
stanles.

“Railwny stocks established a new
high record, while the corn manipula-
tion reached a settlement without cmus-
Ing any fallurss. Despite serious Inter-
ruption to traffic by strikes, rallway
earnings in the first week of July show-
ed an Increase of T per cent over last
year, and 21.3 per cent over 1000, and
payments through the New York clear-
{ng house for the Inst week were 146
per cent smaller than last year, and
36.3 per cent larger than in 1865, while
at other leading cities the gaing were
4.1 and 257 per cent, respectively.
