Mr. Simmons also prepared the plans
for a storc and flat building which James
ODommell, the druggist, is about to
erect at the scuthwest corner of Eighth
sod G Btreets southeast. It wiil be three

_ stories In height, with a store on the
first floor and on the upper ficor there
will be five suites of rooms. The front
of the bullding will be of brick and
stone and the interior will contain all
modern improvements. About $15,000
will be expended on the improvement.

A REVOLUTIONARY HERO.

Major Levi Gaylord Buried at Geneva,
Ohio.

A slim® spiral monument, perhaps
eight feet in height, marks'the resting
place of Major Levi Gaylord, a soldier
of the revolutionary war, who had a
brilliant reeord of valinnt decds.

The cemetery which contains the grave
of this war hero lids about two miles
southenst of Geneva, an what 18 kuown
as the South Ridge Rond. The cemetery
lies upon a hill which overlooks the low-
lunds for miles around. In the western
end of this cemetery rest the remains
| of Major Gaylord, whose war record is
recalled by the recent petion of the
Daughters of the American Revolution
who sre gathering information regard-

of the Western Reserve.

Major Gaylord enlisted in the United
States army in 1776, He was then an
apprentice to the trade of manufactur-
ing leather and shoes, but by the con-
sent of his master he was allowad to
enlist in the company In which his
father belonged. He marched to East
Guilford, Conn., from where he sailed to
New York, and from there on up the
Hudson River to ‘Fort Lee. Laler on
he returned to New York and did service
with the troops under the command of
General Washington. At the battle of

0 White Plains he participated in some

sharp and uncomfortably close fighting.
{ He saw active service on Long Island
‘and on the Hulson. On the night the
British troops burned the warship
Esopus, Gaylonl was in the immediate
vicinity. At the end of his second year's

a corps af arificers, an organization
comprised dntively of mechanics. He as-
sisted in makiug and placing across the
Hudson River the great chain by whicn
it was hoped to prevent the British
fleet from going up the river to attack
Albany and form a junction with Gen-
eral Burgoyne. Their hopes proved de-
lusive, however, for the big warships
broke the heavy chain very easily, much
to the disgust of Major Gaylord and his
fellow-soldiers. When other duties per-
mitted, the subject of this sketeh was
at the front, loading and firing a musket
in the ranks of the privates. For his
excellent service during the war he was
commissioned a major by General Wash-
ington.

Arter the war was over he located at
Harpersfield, N. Y., but s few years lat-
er he came to the Western Heserve, and
gettled ‘upon a farh near the cemetery
where his remains now lle. After a few
years' rezidence there he waa induced
to erect a tannery and shoe shop where
the greater portion of the boots and
shoes worn by the early Western Re-
serve settlers were made.

Upon the organization of Ashtabula
county in 1812, he was elected one of
the county commissioners— This cffice he
held until a few years Inter, when he
was clected a Representative in the Ghio
Legislature. His election district
c¢luded nearly all of the
from the Pennsylvania line to Snndusky.
He served in this eapacity for a number
of years and held a number of import-
ant offices In the county. Until eighty-
two vears hi= bodily and mental powers
rcmained vigorous; then old age came
upon him, and on June 3, 1845, in his
eighty-seventh year, he passed away
1 suddenly.

Collectors of Rare Instru-
ments Desire Protection.

Amati and Stradivarius Counterfeits
Numerous—The Genuine Articles
Also Turn Up TNow and Then.

The restoration a few days ago of the
Bott Stradivarius to the widow of Jean
Bott, the old musician who died fram
grief over its loss, has excited discus-
slon over the question of how to protect
the owners of valuable violins.

It has boen proposed that an interna-
tional registry, including photographs,
measurements, and the most accuraie
deseription possible of each Instrument
known and indorsed by eminent ‘authori-
ties as a genuig® “Strad’ or Cremona,

.i'be kept, and in this way a check put

upon the work of violin thieves. John
Friedrich, of Cooper Institute, whose
e¥idence guaranteed the identity of the
recovered Bott vielin, did not, however,

exactly favor such a scheme when secn.

“There are very few, even among
renlly good musicians,' sald Mr. Fried-
rich, “who can tell a genuine ‘Strad.’
One man in a thousand among them,
perhaps, has the kesnness of vision and
the experience that will’ enable him to
speak positively on such a question.
With the rest it will be guesswork,

uable Instruments for the past thirty
years In Germany and fn Now York., 1
know at once the relative value of an
fnstrument.

“A case of a valuable violin coming
mysteriously to light in New York which
came under my notice occurred in this
city. While the violin may have been
brought to America ia the manner de-
scribed by its ltallan owner, there Is a
chance that it may have reached his
hands in another way.

“Residents of New York and Brooklyn
may remember a swarthy-skinned but
weli-bred looking old man who for years
wandered ground the streets earning a
living as an Itinerant violinlst. The
mnn was not a musical genjus, but he
played very well and used to make a
living by his art,

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SCRATCHED WITH DIAMONDS.

HarkinnJ on Window Papes That Have
Historic value.

A window pane has an attraction for
many an owner of a diamond, with the
result that many a fine plece of glass
Is spoiled by unsightly seratches.

Sometimes, however, some of these
scratches have a certain amount of
historle value. Of this character are
the xcratehes found in some old houses
In Germantown.

A very interesting window is pre-
served in the Ottinger homestead, on
the main street in Germantown. This
shows the head and shoulders of a boy
with the Inseription under It—"'Governor
Shoolts, Gegmn.™*

This lends to the bellef that the house
was occupied by Hesslan soldlers, as
one of the favorite pastimes of the of-
ficers was to write on the windows with
their diamond rings. The house is of
the Coloninl style, the walls being very
thick and the rafters In the cellar be-
ing ordinary trees. - It was built In
1776 by Christopher Ottinger, a soldier
of the Pennsylvanin line. Captain
Douglas Ottinger, the Inventor of the
Inmous life car, wa®d born here In 1504.

In the rear of the house stands an
old cook house, now used as a summer
kitehen, and a beautiful garden hedged
In on all sides with bhox bushes and
wlnikr adds to the qualntness of the old
slace,

The property is still in the possession
of one of the descendants of Captain
Ottinger, Mrs. Susan Coulter. :

Carltor. the big Colonial mansion on
Queen irae, in Germantown, was owned
and ocevpied by many prominent people,
and has many Interesting associations
nttached to it,

Washington used the old
twice for his headquarters,
main body of the Continental
camped on the adjacent ground.

The estate, which has been in the
possession of the 3mith family for more
than sixty years, Is a portion of the
original tract of 5,000 acres deeded to
John and ‘Ann Louther by William Penn.

The Pennsylvania Historical Societ

has in Its possession a window pnn§
taken from the Toland house, in Ger-
mantown. On this glass has been drawn
with a diamond. the likeness of Fred-
rerick the Great on horseback.
Tradition says that this was done by
Lone of the British officers who occupied
the house during the Revolution. This,
however, seems to be an error, as the
British were here In 1777, and the
drawing, as shown by the date on the
glass, was done In 1753,

The drawing Is signed M. J. Ellink-
