Big Monday Crowd on
Hand Watch Favor-
ites Lose.

STAKE EVENTS ATTRACT INTEREST

Ocean Handicap Won by
Col. Bill in Whipping
Finish.

FIELD OF RARE QUALITY

Sapphire Stakes Creates Plenty of
Speculation—Clarion, With 0'Connor
Piloting, the Lucky One—Merry Acro-
bat Brings Up in Second Place.

NEW YORK, Sept. 8.—Public form cut
& sorry figure at Sheepshead Bay yes-
terday afterncon. Only one favorite suc-
ceeded in landing the money for the
talent, although four of the other win-
ners  were plentifully supplied with
backing.

The weather was perfect for racing
and a fine crowd for Monday turned out,
there being close to 6,000 on hand when
the bugle called the horses to the post
for the first race.

. Two stake events brightened the card,

The Sapphire, for two-year-olds, at
five and one-half furlongs, and the
Ocean Handicap, for three-year-olds
and upward at a mile.

. An Excellent Field.

It was in the latter affair that the
chief in t was centered largely be-
cause of the excellent quality of the
field sent to the post. So well had
Handicapper Vosburgh allotted the
welights that the talent was clearly puz-
zled as to the winner. .In the closing
prices Dublin ruled the choice at 4 to
1, with Oom Paul and Gay Boy each
half a point higher and Whiskey King
liberally backed at sixes. Against the
top welghts, Advance Guard and Herbert,
as much as 25 to 1 was quoted in some
books,

When sent away Lady Uncas led to
the first quarter pole, with Whiskey
King, Oom Paul. Dublin, and Colonel
Bill in a confusing bunch close up.
Then Whiskey King made the pace for
.another furlong, only to give way to
Colonel Bill, who was evidently in his
element with only 100 pounds on his
back. ;

After that it was Colonel Bill all the
way to the wire, where, in a whipping
finish, he beat Oom Paul by a half
length. Herbert, who ran a magnificent
race, being lengths behind his company
in the backstretch, came with a ire-
mendous rush a‘ the end and was third,
beaten a neck. Dublin was two lengths
behind, and a neck before Himself. The
time was 1:39 2-5.

Plenty of Speculation.

In the Bapphire Stakes there was
plenty of speculation, the favorite being
P. J. Dwyer's Merry Acrobat at 13 to
5, to which he wenmt from twos, while
James R. Keene's Clarion and T. P.
Haves' Incubator were equal second
cholces at 16 to 5.

Thae Pepper Stahles’ Love Note was the
leader at the bend with Merry Acrobat
and 8. £. Brown's Scioto in close at-
tendance. But at the last sixteenth
Merry Acrobat seemed to have the race
in hand, when 0'Connor hrought Clarion
up on the extreme outside and nailed
the stake on the post by a nose in
1:06 2-5.
