NEW YORK. Sept, 12. With only
$.fl00,000 of surplus reserves held by the

"iooal banks at the end of last week and
ruhtrcisury absorptions continuing on a
wholesale scale. It was Inevitable that
the banks Jrould show a heavy loss In

cash this week.
The unfavorable statistical position ot

the nioticy market was brought Into
strong rcllot today. Ioncy on call
epened at 12 per cent, reacted momen-

tarily to 10 per cent, then advanced, and
upon the publication of the regular
weekly reports of the results of the

ncr.--a jEoveractits of money rose sharp-
ly to 20 pnr rent.

' Lew Figure Not Significant.
High rates continued until near the

close of business, and a 6 per cent quo-

tation late In the afternoon lacked sig-

nificance, all ot the urgent borrowings
havlas been completed, carryinc over
until next Monday. The ruling rate for
mauey was 12 per cent. Time rates and

j mercantile discounts wore marked up to
5 per cent arm.

Hot for ihe high rates the shipments
of moey both dhoct and" through the
subtreasury would have been consid-
erably larger. The stringency in money
naturally weakened the foreign exchange
market, sterling declining to 51.S5.40,
which Is about the figure at which an
Import of gold was arranged last year.
There was continued eager discussion of
the probability of direct imports of gold
from France next week, and the contin-
gency of anticipation by Secretary Shaw
of the October intcrcst on the public
debt, as a temporary expedient, was also
considered.

Reports of Frost Damage.
Aside from the effect of the activity

In the money market, reports were cur-"rc- nt

of more or less severe damage to
the corn crop from frosts. As the grain
markets reacted after early advances,
the reports attracted but slight atten-
tion In financial circles.

The stock market at the outset dis-

played strength In spots, and the publica-
tion of favorable reports of earnings for
the first week in September caused im-

provements in Louisville and Nashville
--and Southern Railway. The stocks men
tioned, however, substantially reacted In
common with the general list. Tho
aggregate transactions were about one-thi- rd

smaller than in yesterday's record.
Missouri Pacific was the leader, with

nearly 69,000 shares, followed by Union
Pacific, Baltimore and Ohio, Atchison
common, Southern Railway common, St.
Paul, Eric common, and Reading in
about the order named, and the stocks
mentioned sustained net losses of 1 to
l'A per cent.

Further Declines Scored.
On lighter dealings equally large de-

clines occurred In Norfolk and Western,
Wabash preferred, Chesapeake and Ohio,
Brooklyn Rapid Transit, Atchison com-
mon, Pennsylvania Railroad, and Illinois
Central. Louisville and Nashville sold
oft 2U per cent net, although closing at
a. recovery of a point from- - the lowest
figures.

In other railway stocks the final losses
were less important, Detroit Southern
preferred, as an illustration, rallying
nearly a point, on Inside buying. The
foreign arbitrage houses were purchas-
ers Jn this market to the extent of about
15,000 shares on balance.

In the industrial list Amalgamated
uopper, Colorado Fuel and Iron, Consol-
idated Gas, Tennessee Coal and Iron,
and United States Steel Common, sus-
tained net losses of a point or more.
General Electric on light trading left off
34 per cent lower, while Sugar Refin-
ing, on moderate activity, closed only a
slight fraction below yesterday's final
figure.

Other Markets Affected.
The railway bond market wat less ac-

tive and developed a reactionary ten-
dency in sympathy with the stock list.

THE CHICAGO GRAIN MARKET.

CHICAGO, Sept. 12. During the early
part of the session wheat ruled firmer,
purely In sympathy with the strength
In corn, but later cased off, owing to
disappointing cables from abroad, poor
cash demand, and increasing receipts
at the Northwest. The close was weak,
at about the lowest point of the dayt
Liverpool reported their market quiet,

'to lower. Continental markets
were also quiet. Cash demand here
continues very quiet, and the seaboard
reported only moderate demand there
for export. Weather throughout the
spring wheat belt was generally favor-
able for movement to market, and re-

ceipts are beginning to Increase, and In
a short time will be large, and likely
to have a depressing effect on prices
unless cash demand improves material-
ly. Estimated 175 cars.

Corn There was a large and active
trade In corn today, and the market
ruled strong and active on buying for
both long and short accounts, on se-
vere frosts throughout the northern por-
tion of the corn belt, and predictions
of further frosts tonight throughout the
whole of the corn belt. On the advance
there was' more or less profit taking,
which caused the market to close a trifle
easier. It is impossible to determine
just how much has been done by last
nights frosts. Country offerings were
practically nothing, while cash demand
was good, although the advance In the
market tended to restrict business. For-
eign markets were firm, Liverpool
closed higher for the day.
