NEW CHINESE TARIFF
IN EFFECT TOMORROW

Copyv Received by State Department From Pekin—An
Agreement Signed by the Powers.

of the mew Chinese tariff,
to take effect on tomorrow,
has been recelved by the State Depart-
ment from Pekin. This tariff was agreed
upon as a result of the negotiations be-
twean T. 8. Sharretts, the special com-
missloner of the United States, and the
commissioners of China, who acted un-
der authority of the protocol signed by
the represcentativas of the powers at
Pekin Iast June.

The object of the work of tariff ad-
Justment carried out by the direction ot
the powers was to convert ad valorem
into specific dutles as generally as pos-
sible, the duties on goods Imported Into
China being “increased to an effective
5 per cent.”

It 18 understood that in the event of
there being any difference of meaning
between the English and Chinese texts
of the tariff and rules, the sense, as ex-
presged In the Engllsh text, shall be
held to be the correct sense. A copy

A copy

of the following note {from the commlis-
sloners of Germany, Great Britaln, Jap-
an, and the United States to the com-
missioners of China has also been re-
ceived by the State Department:

“We, the special commissioners of
Germany, Great Britain, Japan, and the
Unlited States of America, In affixing our
signatures to the new Chineso specific
tariff, wish It to be clenrly understood,
in vlew of the faet that the speclal com-
missloners of other countries are only
empowered to sign the tariff subject to
reference to thelr respective govern-
ments, and that other powers have not
appointed representatives to sign it, that
no alteratlons can hereafter be made In
the said tariff or rules appended thereto
by agrerment between Chinn and any
other power, unless the congent of our
governments to such altephtions shall
first have been obtalned.”

The text of the new tariff covers twen-
ty-slx printed pages.

“That was one of the matters which I
desired to elaborate on to the President.
but his time is so thoroughly occupied
that I could not tell him all that I
wanted to. From my personal Investi-
gations 1 belleve that the goeatest re-
sults from the ‘Hiy white' agitation, in
taking negro votes away from the Re-
publican party, are expected, not so
much in the South as In the North.

“I have been looking Into conditions
both In the North and South, and think
that the negroes of the latter section
know that the President has no wish
whatever to crowd them out of the
party. But, on the other hand, It is
sufficient to say that the President’s at-
titude has been misrepresented, or else
not fully understood by many of the col-
ored peopla of the North.

Secret Work in New York.

“There is & note of warning in the
quiet activity of the Democrats {n cer-
tain Northern States, and efforts are be-
Ing made to swing a sufficlently large
negro vote In New York, together with
other Influences, to defeat Odell. There
are 8,000 negro Democrats in New York
city. They are active in the propaganda,
and are counting to drawing to Coler
many others of their race.

“In Philadelphia the same conditions
are, beginning .to. appear, but not with
such ominous possibilitles to the Ra-
publican State ticket as the New Yorlk
negro voters are secretly predicting. It
seems certain that the President's at-
titude toward the colored race In the
South has been misrepresented for par-
tisan reasons.

What the Negroes Ask.

“All that the negroes ask Js equal
treatment in all the States, and not one
thing in New York and another In Alu-
bama. If it is desired to eliminate §1lit-
erates, let that be done everywhere, but
not in one sectlon. The misrepresenta-
tion of the Presldent's real attitude s
widespread, I belleve, but whether it will
count for much or not depends upon how
many people can be fooled by these
campaign devices.”

FATHER DOYLE CALLS
UPON THE PRESIDENT

Catholic Priest of New York Guest of
Mr. Roosevelt at Dinner Last

Father Doyle would not talk of his
visit to Washington or his call upon the
President.

ers at the temporary White House last

evening.
