To the plain, honest everyday citt-i

zen who goes openly and honestly to
- the state legislature in the interest of

some honest measure which he wishes

to become a law or in opposition to
some dishonest measure which he
would like to see defeated, such a re-
guirement would not prove either bur-
" densome or disagreeable. He is there
for an honest purpose and he there-
fore has nothing to conceal. They

might, in fact, really serve the purpose
of an introduction to the members of
the legislature whom he wishes to see,

But the “professional” lobbyist
would be labelled for the entire session
and his “profession” would be shorn of
jts most effective accompaniment—the
privilege of doing in the dark what he
would not be allowed to do in the day-
time and what no honest man would
do either day time or dark.

The Journal has received the following letter of imquiry which:it has
read with a great deal of interest and which it believes will be of sufficlent in-
teres{ to its readers to justify an answer through the columns of the paper.

Editor Pensacola Jouras':

‘Thu subject of direct nomimations has been .a prominent issue in our
stale for some years. In order to obtain accurate data concerning the re-
sults of the laws in the various states, I have been requested by a legisiative
committee to snbmit the following questic to representative men through-
out the country: . :

Where direct nominations are made in your state—

1. Are better candidates nominated and undesirable men defeated?

2. Is the vote at the primaries larger than under the old system? Does
the country vete turn out better than formerly?

3. Are small minority nomfinations common occurrences?

4. Does the town dominate the couniry in the nomination of candidates?

5. Deces it prevent men of small means from obtaining the nominations?

6. Do the people vcie intelligently upon candidates for nomination to
minor offices?

7. Do you think that it has weakened the political parties?

8 1s there a desire for its further extension? If so, to what omc:&?

9. Arc you opposed to the direct nomination of United States senators?

10. Do you think state party platforms a necessity in state politics?

11. Do you consider direct nomination of candidates preferable to a
legalized cancus, or to a direct-vote-for-delegate system?

Thanking you in advance for your kindness, for 1 assure vou that your
answers 0 tha above will be of the greatest assistance to the state legisla-

The Journal will undertake to answer the above questions in the order

in which they are asked, beginning with No. 1 and proceeding through the
entire list. Before taking them up, however, it may be well to explain that
th: first test ever given of a general primary in Florida was that of 1904
when every democratic candidate from United States = senator, national
delegates, and governor down io justice of the peace and constable, was
nominated by a majority vote in primaries held throughout the state on the
same day. Where no candidate received a majority vote, the two récei\'!ng
the highest vote made the race in a second primary an@ the one receiving
the majority was declared the nominee. The democratic party was the anly
party which utilized the primary system, and as a democratic nomination
in Florida is practically equivalent to an election the test was all the more
complete. Now to the questions:

1. In a general way, we would say, yes, though it might not be possible,
in thi; state at least, 1o cite illustrations. But regardiess of the kind of
candidates nominated, we understand that the object of the system is to give
the people what a majority of them want, and the primary as conducted in
this state accomplishes that object.

2. The vote is larger and the country vote is equally as large, in pro-
portion fo the voters, as that of the city.

3. All nominations in Florida must be by a majortiy vote.

4. Not unless the town contains more voters than the country.

5. No. In fact, men of small means have a better chance to obtain a
nomination under the primary system than they do under the convention
system. 3

6. Yes. lo an exceptiona] degree.

-7. 1Tt has weakened ring rule, but as only one party utilizes the primary
system in this state, it is impossible to say what its effect on the parties
would Le.

8. It is already extended to all offices, both elective and apppointive,
and the people are thoroughly satisfied with it,

9. No, We are in favor of it.

10. <We cannot say, from experience, whether state platforms are neces-
sary or not, as the -nominees of the primary in this state have only just
assumed office. In our judgment, however, state platforms are not a
necessity . '

11. We consider the direct nomination of candidates preferable to any
other system, becaure it gives the people what they want. In this state, the
men nomirate¢ for United States senator'and for gevernor belonged to
opposing factions in the party, yet each receiveq a majority vote in the
primary.. These men, entertaining as they did, opposing views on many
state issues, were nevertheless the choice of a majority of the members
of the party, but the pomination of both would never have been possible
under a caucus or convention system.

The city council vears ago granted
the franchisé and left
unprotected. ""'If you go to the water
company with a complaint you
told that the company is simply charg-
ing you its regular rate. The differ-
ence to you individually is so small
that you cannot afford to hire a law-
ver to find oat for you whether or not
The company-is charging you an exor-
bitant or an‘illegal rate, and you find
it cheaper to pay the rate charged
than to pay a lawyer or go to law.

But the city council should have pro-
vided from the beginning an officer
whose business it should be to inspect
all meters, @and all complaints that
come to him“for investigation. In fact
it should be his duty to see that only
such rates are charged as the water
company is allowed to charge accord-
ing to law, and his duties should ex-
tend to similar inspection in connec-
tion with the gas company and the
eiectric light company as well.

The people of the ckiy will not eom
plain about the cost of suech an officer
providing he is a good man and is not
selected on account of some political
pull, Such an officer, who discharged
his duty impartially to the citizens,
the water company, the gas company.
and the electric light company, would
he a valuable man to the whole city.

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RUSSIA'S POLICY
OF SUPPRESSION.

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There is no reascn to doubt that the
Russian government will guickly re-
store order in its cities and suppress
any movement in the direction of a
revolution. Russia has a million or
more well armeqd fighting men, and the
indications thus far are they will re-
main loyal.
practically impossible for the people,
though they number more than a hun-
dred million, to make revolutionary
beadway without arms, ammunition or
leaders. But that the people are sul-
len and have lost the' faith they had
in the Czar there is no doubt. They
will await their opportunity to strilgp
for larger rights. '

In the meantime it is probable the
Czar will pursue a policy akin to that
pursued by Nicholas I more than eighty
Years ago in putting down an insurrec-
tion. The latter shot to death the
more aggressive of the insurgents and
sent the more moderate of them to
Siberia. The dispatches say that the
prisons are being filled with those who
have been prominent in the present
disturbance in St. Petersburg, same of
whom are of considerable prominence.
It may be that some of them will be
shot and others will be imprisoned.

According to Mr. White, ex-minister
tc Russia, the Czar isn't likely to have
much to do with deciding the manner
in which the insurgents shall be dealt
with. He is pictured as being “with-
out strength of character or proper ed-
ucation and nopelessly unfit to grapple
with the situation.” If that is the sort
of a man he is he will be vsed by the
bureaucracy to deal with the unfor-
tunates who have been arrested in
such a manner as it thinks will shut off
the possibility of trouble in the fulure.
The desira for a voice in the govern-
ment among the Russian masses, how-
ever, is stronger now than it ever was

The New York Tribune has received
a special itelegram bearing a Sioux
{ City date, which says:

“After years of effort Sioux City
promoters, including a score of leading
men, have interested capitalists of
Fhiladelphia and St. Louis, and secur-
ed contracts with the Rock Island and
Louisville and Nashville roads for es-
tablishing a new deep water harbor on
the Gulf of Mexico. It will be at Fort
Morgan, Ala., to which the railroads
mentioned are being extended., A low
lying peninsula twenty miles long in-

i0ses a great harbor over forty feet
deep throughout. This peninsula has
come into the possession of the capi-
| talists interested, who will establish
| wharves and terminals. The port wili
compete for the business of both Mo-
bile and New Orleans, asserting great-
l¥ superior advantages because of
deeper water and larger avea of it.

| portation on the gulf coast—cutting
away the outer bar ‘o a depth of 35
feet.. And should this be done, and a
real fmpetus given to Fort Morgan by
the tonstfuction of a branch road to
that peint, and the erec’ion of warfage,
ete., it would never grow to dimensions
sufficient to really effect the business
of Mobile, with her other railroad lines,
her river coanection with the cocal,
iron and cement sections, and conven-
ient location for the reception of the
thousand and one other articles that
will be required for exportation.

It is not improbable, it seems, that
there will eventually be something
doing at Fort Morgan, but bardly at a
date sufficiently early to interfere wth
the business future of Mobile. In the
meantime, it is to be hoped that the
Iowa capitalists will conclude reaily to
turn loose some of their cash in carry-
ing this enterprise to a point beyond
the paper stage.
