I
once saw a butcher cut his hand very
severely, and not one of his twenty or
more associates could be induced to go
near to assist him. I had to bandage
him up as well as I could and send him
to a hospital. Another butcher who
bhad helped slaughter from 2,000 to
4,000 hogs a day for years saw a wom-
an throw herself before a freight train,
which mangled  her fearfully. Ha
promptly fainted. I have seen move
than a hundred fights at slaughter
houses, but never yet saw a butcher at-
