Foliage and Colors.

The colorings of variegated foliage |
plants cannot be intensified by the use
of colored glass.. A curious Belgian |
horticulturist, after a long series of |
experiments, concludes that brilliant |
light favors high coloration of foliage. !
Trees and shrubs with golden leaves, |
poorly illuminated — that is, |
through either blue or red glass—be-
came green or in some e¢asés blanched.
In no case did the colvred glass have
a beneficial effect, most plants after |
a month’'s exposure putting forth
less vivid in coloring.
In some cases a very apparent stunt-
ing of the plant's growth was observ-
able. '

Why FPopcorn Pops.

Why does popcorn pop? The depart-
ment of agriculture answers the ques-
tion, which was propounded to it by a
small boy. Popcorn pops by reason of |
the volatilization of the oil contained !
in the kernal by heat. Fileld corn does
not pop because the outer portion of
the kernel is more porous, permitting

the escape of the oil as it volatizes,
while in the case of popcorn a great
pressure is developed in the kernel by

! the confined oil and the kernel is sud-

denly exploded and turned wrong side |

Buller and Wood consider that
he investigations undertaken by
them confirm the suspicions enter-
tained by many -physicians that the
fnmes of wood alcohol, under certain
favorablie conditions, are a dangerous
menace to eyesighi, and they, more-
over, believe that «.e consensus of
oplpion is opposed to the statement
of the makers of the various forms
of “deodorized” wood alcohol that
its external use in liniments, aleohol
“rubs” in baths, in cosmetics, hair
tonjes, perfumes. etc... is always de-
void of danger to the eyesight.

The practice of sustituting wood
for grain alcohol in the manufacture
of medicinal preparations would ap-
pear to be a most insidious and per-
nicious means of poisoning, and the
sale, not only of methyl whiskey, but
also of internal remedies and toilet
preparations, manufactured or adul-

terated with wood alcohol, should be
resiricted by law. In fact, there is
every reason why the propositions of

Drs. Buller and Wood should bhe
adopted that methy! alcohol, in any
of its forms, should be treated as a
poison, and subject to the laws of
the various states restrlctmg and reg-
1lating the sale of poisons.
