New York, April 17.—With the last
known objection to the beginmning of
the trial removed, it was expected that
‘Nan Paiterson, the former show girl,
would appear in ocourt for the third
time to-day to answer to the charge
of killing Caesar Young, a wealthy
bookmaker and turfman. Young was
shot to death while riding in a hand-
some cab with Miss Patterson om
a morning in June last. The first tri-

months before the girl publicly faced
her accusers. This time the jury, after
hearing all the evidence was unable
to agree and she was obliged to go
back to the Tombs prison to await the
convenience of the court and the dis
trict attorney before making another
effort to regain her freedom. When
there seemed to be no prospect of an
immediate trial Miss Patterson’s
counsel procured a writ of habeas
corpus about a month ago and had her
taken into the supreme court when
a request was made that a date for
trial be set before May 1, or the
young woman be admitted to bail.

As a result of these proceedings
District Attorney Jerome was ordered
to place Misg Patterson on trial before
May 1. A few days later it was an-
nounced that April 10 had been as-
signed for the beginning of the trial.
A few days before that date, however,
J. Morgan Smith and his wife, Miss
Patterson's sister, who had been
sought by the prosecution for months,
as witnesses against the young wo-
man were iocated in Cincimnati. The
grand jury indicted them op the
charge of conspiracy in connection
with the Patterson case and they were
arresied and held for extradition.

Their refusal tc come to New York
voluntarily resulied in a postponement
in the opening of the trial unti] to-
day. In the meantime the Smiths
gave up the fight against extradition
and they are now in the Tombs. Since
thelr return from Cincinnati, however,
it has been said that they may not
be called as witness after ail

It is expected that the present &rial
will develop some features thai “were
allogether lacking when the case was
in the courts before.

Washington, April 17.—In an opin-
fon by Justice Peckham the supreme
court of the United States to-day held
t0 be unconstitutional the New York
state law making ten hours a day's
work and sixty hours a week’'s work
in the bakeries in that state. Justices
Hearlan, Holmes, White and Day dis-
sented. Justice Harlan declared it
was the most important decision that
bad been rendered in the last century.

The opinion was handed down in
the case of Lockner vs. the State of
New York and was based upon the

s

exercise of the right of contract
between Individuals. The court of
Appeals of the state upheld the law
and affirmed judgment of the trial
court, holding Lockner guilty. Judge
Parker wrote the opinion of the New
York Court of Appeals supporting the
law and the court divided four to
three on the question of validity.
Lockner is a baker who was found
guilty of permitting an emplove to
work in a bakery more than sixty
bours In a week.

Justice Peckham said the law is
nol an act merely fixing the number
of hours which ghall constitute a day’s
'work; “but-an abselute prohibition en
the employer permitting under any
circumstances more than ten hours
work being dome im his establish-
ment.”
