upon mosquitoes The following sy
nopsis tnkea from the Jacksonville

A paper interesting alike to tha
professional awl public at large
was that of Dr Hiram Byrd of Ks
simmee who read a paper on
Mosquitoes of Florida which paper

In beginning his talk Dr Byrd

saidTo the casual observer all mos-
quitoes look alike inti-
mate acquaintance reveals some very

mission of dengue fever

Dr Byrd Brought out in his paper
that the common species of mosquitoes
rarely hibernate in this latitude but
continue active all the winter Its
activities are retained in colder wea
tar not being altogether arrested

A most cheering and encouraging
feature of the paper was the methpds
shown by which mosquitoes can e
exterminated and Dr Byrd brought
out that the time is coming when it
will be a municipal crime to tolerate-
a mosquito for if they were extermi-
nated we would be also free from
malaria yellow fever and some otner
diseases to say nothing of being

of the pest
In conclusion Dr Byrd stated Uiit

he has appealed to the medical pn-

fession and the public at large to as-

sist in the investigation of the mos-

quito question and problem and lor
action and assistance in the applica-

tion ot the ways and means for the
extermination of these disease trans
mittens pests and also to assist In
pushing forward the work so that Flprlr
