EMSTVOS MEET
GZAR NIGHOLAS

Emperor Assures Them That He is
Heartily in Favor of Na-
tional Assembly.

EXPRESSES THANKS FOR
SENTIMENTS EXPRESSED

Much Impressed With Speech of
Zemstvos President.

Personal Wish and Will 3s Emperor
to Summon Assembly Unshakable.
Individual Members of Delegation
Graciously Greeted—Delegates Fully
Satisfied With Assurances.

St. Petersburg, June 19 —BEmperor
Nichelas to-Gay received a delegation
of Zemsvos at Alexamder palace.
» Prince Troubetskoy, president of the
Zemstvo congress of the Moscow gov-
ernment, addressed the Emperor in a
long speech in which he discussel the
serious conditions existing in Russia
which caused the Zemsivos to ap-
proach their amperor directly.

The emperor was much impressed
and following other speakers, replied,
expressing deep regret at the great
sacrifices comnsequent upon war and
above al] at the recent disaster to the
Russian navy.

Concluding the emperor said:
“Thank you, gentlemen, for the senti-
ments expressed. I join you in the
desire to bring abput a new order of
things. My personal wish and my
will as emperor to summeon a national
assembly is unshakable. You ecan an-
nounce this to the inhabitants of the
towns and villages throughout Russia
and from to-day yvou will assist me in
the new work, A nationa] assembly
will establish united Russia and the
emperor will be supreme in support
of eenditions based @pon the principle
of Russian nationalism.”

The emperor graciousky greeted the
individual members of the delegation,
omitting nene, who expressed them-
selves fully satisfied with the royal
assurances.

EXCITEMENT OVER
RUN ON A BANK

Akron, O., June 19.—Considerable
excitement was caused today over a
big run on the Second National Bank.
The run started Saturday afternoon.
One of the depositors saw the daugh-
ter of one of the officials of the bank
withdraw her deposit and from this a
rumor started that something was
wrong. $500,000 has been withdrawn
since Saturday afternoon. The offi-
cials are not trying f{o stop the run
but are paying out the money as fasi
as depositorg call for it.

GENERAL SYNOD OF
THE LUTHERAN CHURCH.

Pittsburg, Pa., June 19.—The fourth
day’'s session of the gerral synod of
the BEvapgelical Lutheran church in
America, convened today with devo-
tional exercises. Notwithstanding the
warm weather today all the 260 dele-
gates were in their seats. The nine-
teenth biennial report of the board of
church extensions shows for the two
years ending April 30 last, the total
receipts were $145,194, an increase
over 1903 of $12,320. The total assets
were $471,869. During the biennium
fifty-two churches were aided by loans
and 203 received donations. The
amount raised by the twenty-five sy-
nods in two years was $69.772, which
was $13,663 less than the apportioa-
ment.

NEXT PEACE MOVE MUST
COME FROM BELIGGERENTS

Japanese Minister and Russian Ambassador Both Call Upon Presi-
dent---Negotiations Proceeding Smoothly—Russian Army
Outflanked and Forced to Evacuate Posi-
tions and Retreat.

Washington June 19.—There are
practically nos new developmenis ob-
servable to-day in the negotiations for
peace between Russia and Japan.
President Roosevelt, for a day or two,
has been deeply engrossed in other
matters and while pot for a moment
losing sight of the arrangements for
bringing together the far eastern nel-
liggerents has insisted that the next
move in the game diplomatic was with
the contending nations themselves
That move is the selection of the en-
voys to represent them at the Wash-
ington conference.

Both Minister Takahira and Ambas-
sador Cassini calleq on the president
this afternoon, but neither divulged
the nature of the conferemce. Count
Cassini remarked that the negotiations
were moving forward smoothly and
that h\ had not conveyed to President
Roosevelt the names of the plenipo-
tentiaries who would represent Russia
or had he received from the president
the names those of Japan.
