He was stabbed during a saloon row
Companions walked him twelve blocks-
to the hospital Finding the fellow
still alive despite such treatment the
surgeons hurried him to the operating
table To get at his heart they
sawed off an inch and a half of the
third right rib Their next task was
the ligation of two arteries It was
found that the right auricle of the
heart had been seriously punctured
the width of the wound being about
onequarter of an Inch This was
closed with a single stitch and the
