July 1—Kruger's squadron reached
QOdessa and the Potemkine supposed
to have surrendered, but developed
ister that squadron sailed away with-i
out reaching agreement with muti-
neers.

July 2—Potemkine arrives at Buch-
arest Roumania. Roumanian govern-
ment announced that mutineers would
be treated as deserters.

July 4—Potemkine reaches Theodb-
sia, on the Crimean peninsula and asks
for coal and provisions.

July 5—Mutineers threaten to bom-
bard Theodosia, but steam away with-
out opening fire.

July 7—Black sea fleet reported to
be in pursuit of the Potemkine.

July 8—Mutineers reported to have
sunk the ship and surrendered to Rou-
manian government,
