A VAMFIRE VINE.

Death Dealing Swamp Plant That

Grows In JNicocragua.

Mr. luastan, nataralist, who spent
nearly two years in Central America
in the study of the flora and fauna of
the country, relates the finding of a
sinzular growth ‘I one of the SWalIps
wilich surroiind the Ereat lakes of Ni
caragua, He was’‘engaged in hanting
for botanical and eatomological speci-
mens waen he hegrd his dog ery out.
as if in agony, from a distance., Run-
ning .to the spot wheunce the animal's
cries came,  Mr. llu;-imn found him
enveloped in a perfeet network of what
seemed to be a fine rope-like tissue of
roots and fibers. The plint or viae
seemed composed entirely of bare, in-
terlacing stems resembling more than
anything elge the branches of the weay-
ing willow denuded of its folinge, but
of a dark, neaiiy.black hue and cov-
erec with a thick, viseid gum {bat ex-
uded from the pores. .

Drawing his knife, Mr. Dunstan en-
deavored to cut the animal free, but
it was only with the greatest difficuity
that he suceeeded in severing the
tleshy muscular fibers. To his horror
and amazcement.
saw that the dogz's body was blood
stained, while the skin appeared to
have been actually sucked or puckered
in spots, and the animal staggered as
if from exhaustion. In
vine the twigs curled like living, sinu.
ous fingers about Mr. Dunstan’s hand
and it required no slight force to free
the member from its clinging grasp
which left the flesh red and blistered
The gum exuding from the vine, was
of a grayish dark tinge, remarkably
adhesive and of a disagreeable animau,
odor, powerful and nauseating to in
hale.

The native servants who accompna
nied Mr. Dunstan manifested the
greatest borror of the vine, which they
call “the devil’s snare,” and were ful!
of stories of its deuth dealing powers,
He was able to discover very little
sbout the nature of the plant, owing to
the difficuity of handling it, for its
grasp can only be torn away with the
Joss of skin and even of flesh, but as
near as Mr. Dunstan could ascertain
its power of suction is contained in a
number of infinitesimal mouths or lit-
ile suckers, which, ordinarily closed
open for the reception of food.

In proof that the earth does emit
light Humboldt (1808) points to the
aurorn boreulis. The light produced by
this Iluminon is distinet from
that received from the sun, aund its in-
tensity . slightly exceeds that of the
moon’s Jizht in her first quarter. At
the poles - this glw continues with
gcarcely a break. reminfling us of the
planet Venns. whose side turned away
from the sun often gives forth a feeble
phosphorescent light.,

Humboldt goes on to argue that oth-
er planets also may possess a similar
Inminous quality, in our atmos-
phere there nre othier evidences of this
emission of hght {#om the earth itself.
#uch were the famous dry fogs of
1783 and of 1831, which gave forth light
perceptible at night. and such is that
di Tused which guides our
stens in the nights of antmnn and win-
ter. when clonds hide the stars and the
earth is not covered with snow,
