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RATE LAW AS AMENDED

SCOPE OF THE MEASURE, REQUIREMENTS

AND PENALTIES A
DUTIES OF C

ND POWERS AND
OMMISSION.

Harry L. Christie, attorney for the
St Louis Business Men's League, has
prepared llor the [Post/Dispatch the
following summard of the interstate
commerce law:

Scope of the Law.

The law relates to interstate and
eign commerce, and not to shipments
wholly within a single state. Both
freight and passenger traffic are in-
cludeq within the terms of the law.

It affects common carriers. This
ter includes, not only railroad com-
panies, but also express companies,
sleeping car companies and persons
and corporations engaged in the trans-
portation of oil and like commodities
b\y meansg of pipe lines.

Tha law applies not only to the act-
ual transportation of goods from point
of shipment to destination, but it ap-
plies as well as to al] services ren-
dered in connection with the receipt
delivery, elevation, transfer in transit,
ventilation, rafrigeration or icing,
storage and handling of the goods
transported. It applies to the cars and
other vehicles and facilities employed
in connection with transportation and
handling, regardless of ownership of
the same.

Purpose of the Law.

The main purpose of the law is to
insurg reasonable and mnon-discrimi-
native rates regulationsg and practices.

Carriers are required:

To make their charges just and rea-

sonable,
To afford reasonable and equal fa-
cilities for interchange of traffic he

§ : tween varioug lines.

To print and file and keep open to
public Inspection schedules wof all
their rates fares and charges.

To give thirty days’ notice of any
change in rates, fares or charges, un-
less a shorter time is prescribed by
the commission.

To make full annual reports to the
commission in the manner prescribed

by the commission, and also to file .

monthly reports of earnings and ex-
penses, if required.

To keep all accounts, records and
memoranda in form and manner as
required by the commission, andq to
give the commission and its examin-
ers free access to the same.

To assume lidbility for any loss or

To issue passes except in certain
specifieq cases, where the facts war-
rant the giving of fre2 transportation.
(The provision is effective January 1
{1 1907).

Penalties Against Carriers.

A carrier violating the law is H-
able to the person injured for the full
amount of damages sustained, includ-
ing a reasonable counsel or attorney’s
fee.

Violation of the law by the carrier
or by any officer or agent of the car-
rier is a misdemeanor punishable by
fine of not more than $5,000.

Unlawful discrimination is punish-
able by imprisonment in the peniten-
tiary for a term nu{ exXe2 »ding two
years.

Willful failure to obey an order of
the commission in respect to the rate
to be charged or the practice ftq be oD
served (as proseribed in section _15)
causes a forfeiture to the United
States of $5,000 for such offense.

LOMMANDERS
10 BE HER

Jamestown Exposition Will
Have Many Distinguish-
- ed Officers and
Ships.

Norfolk, Va., Sept. 29.—A glance at
the pages of the newly issued official
list of officers of the United States
Navy giving the name, rank and pres-
ent duty cf the 3,500 warrant and com-
missioned officers of the navy, shows
that some of the most famous names
in the annals of the United States
Navy are still to be found on the ac-
tive list of thig department.

Many of the ships of war that will
come to the Jamestown Exposition to
be held at Hampton Roagls near Nor-
folk, Va., in 1907, will have among
their officers men bearing these [am-
ous names. Many of the owners of
these celebrated patronymies are
gither direct descendants of the men
who first made the names famous or
else relativegs through collateral de-
soent, Some of the bearers of the
famous names are no relation to the
men who havae made those names
faous. Otherg have gained their chiet
claims to fame in other military ser
vice than that of the United Siates.
It is none the less interesting, now-
aver, to notice how many Drakes and
Nelsons there are amoung the officers
of Uncle Sam’s Navy.

The first name which has alreaqay
been big in public fame to appear on
this long roll of honor is that of En- !
sign W. David Worth Bagley, who is
a brother of Worth Bagley who was
| kTlled on the decks of the torpedo boat
Winslow while bravely fighting in
the harbor of Cardenas, Cuba, during
the Spanish-American war Ensign
Bagley is now attached to the gun-
boat Concord.

A few names below on the list on |
the naval register is the name of Mid- .
shipman Arthur Barney, who bears a
name made famous by a  gallant
American seamon in the war of 1812.
There are three Barrys still keeping
on the naval list another name made
famous in the same war.

Still farther down the list is the
name of Augustine Toutant Beaure-
gard a relative of the General Beaure-
gard who attained fame on the Con
federate slde of tha Civil War. He
is a member of the same chss at the
Naval Academy and hails from Texas.
The name of Commodore Belknap,
who was proinent in the troubles in
which the United States was involved
for many vears along the Asiatic coast
is still borne on the rolls of the navy
by [Reginald R. Belknap, a lieutenant
commander, and James L. Belknap, an
assistant surgeon.

The name of Commodore Biddle,
(another hero of the war of 1812 is
gtill carried in the United States
Navy by Willilam P. Blddle, a colonel
in the marine corps and Clement D.
Biddle, a surgeon. Blakely's fame i3
recalled by Lieutenant John R. Y.
Blakely, Ensign Charles A. Blakely
and Boatswain Frank D. Blakely.
