Dr. Warren E. Anderson, loecal azent
for the state board of health, appear-
ed before and made a strong plea to
the city board of health at a meeting
of that bedy last mnight for an appro-
priation to help defray the expenses
of the tuberculosis exhibit wlich wili
be opened in this city on Feb. 18§, it
belng the intention of the directors of
the exaibit to have the lecturers re-
main in Pensacola one month, during
which time a campaign of education
fn instructing the people of this city
and county and also those of West
Florida and Southern Alabama how
to_avoid contracting consumption, will
be conducted.

The car and lecturers are sent out
under the direction of the National
Anti-Taberculosis Association, the ex-
pense of the visit to Pemnsacola being
placed at from $750 to $1.000.

The board will recommend to the
rauncil that $300 be appropriated as
the city's donation to the exhibit.

Dr. Anderson said that a portion of
the money necessary to bring Tae ex-
hibit here would be spemnt in adver-
iising it ibhroughout West Florifia and
Sohthern Alabama, frem which sec-
tions large numbers of people are €x-
pected to attend the demonstrations.
