The time was eight
bours, one minute and thirty-nine
geconds. Chevrolet’s work was an
exhibition of high courage and calm
pesourcetulness in times of emer-
gency and accidents. The average
speed was 49.26 miles an hour. Be-
sides Chevrolet four others were in
the race at the finish, as follows:
