At 9 oclockfthe first flight was made
when the aviator encircled the large
field for a period of six minutes The
machine worked smoothly and the
short flight was entirely satisfactory
The aviator attempted to make a sart
and get the aerqplifaie uprin the air
without the use of the weights an i
starting apparatus but failec ofJTJd the
flyer was taken back to the starting
line where another stat was made
On this start the machine was man
oeuvered through at series of circles
and remained in the air three ¬

Method to Compel Tide
i to Build Up a Beac

placed at a distance of about 100 fet
apart will cause the tides and waves-
to build up the beach

The water he says between
high and low tide carried more or
less material back and forth and as It
recedes drags it from shore By the
method proposed the material will be
checked in Its travel and collected
upon the beach which will gradually
assume a natural curve or slope from
