the operation of Irresponsible land
companies. I. therefore, favor strict
laws governing land and colonization
companies In order to protect alike the
investors, settlers and reliable dealers.

People in other states end at great
distances have bought Florida lands
under glib misrepresentations of agents
whose knowledge of the state is even
less than limited. Laws must be en-

acted which will protect the legitimate
real estate dealer and colonization op-
erators against unscrupulous specula-tor- s.

The men and women of other
states who Invest money In Florida
lands should be protected. Confidence
in Florida lands is being destroyed,
and the process must be arrested now.

Seventh Drainage of Everglades.
The drainage of the lands known as

the Everglades by the state on a scien-
tific and business basis that will In-

sure drainage and reclamation; and
that the same shall be drained and
saved for its people, and not permitted
to go into the hands of speculators. If
the state is to be responsible for the
drainage and reclamation of the
sw-ajn-

p and overflowed lands, pur-eha.ie- rs

of unreclaimed lands should be
fully advised at the time of purchase
definitely when these properties will
be drained and reclaimed, and lands
should not be sold to prospective set-
tlers until the same have been made
permanently habitable and tillable.

I want it understood that I am rot
opposed to the drainage and reclama-
tion of the Everglades. I take the
position that this great work will never
be accomplished so long as the present
methods are followed. The original
purpose of drainage advocates was to
conserve the vast acreage Involved or
our own people, and no one expected
that these lands were to fall into the
hands of speculators to be sold with-
out true conditions being explained.
If the state's name Is to be coupled
with Everglades lands, I contend that
it Is then the duty of the state to
insist that purchasers be definitely In-

formed when complete reclamation will
be accomplished. They should also be
warned that they must expect to spend
money for treating these lands and
laterals providing for Irrigation before
they will be productive. In plain lan-
guage, If the state Is to be even re-

motely responsible for these lands it
should see that there Is no mlsrepre-ntatio- n

on the part of those who
have acquired the right to deal In
them.

The state should stop frttterln g sway
Its rubllo land's in drainage failures
and should show some attention to the
enormous acreage of lands In the other
sections of the state that do not need
either drainage or irrigation.

Eighth Immigration Bursas.
The establishment of an Immigra-

tion Bureau for the purpose of de-

veloping Impartially all sections of the
rrate Florida possesses a vast terri-
tory of Inhabftame snd tillable lands
distributed thuchout the state snd
I believe it should establish and de-

termine to have an Immigration bu-

reau that will aid and assist all sec-
tions for the development and coloni-
zation of thfse properties. We should
lend our efforts ImpartlaPy to all sec-

tions, end protect every honest In-

vestor and settler by providing that
he receivps what is represented when
sold to him.

The last official report states that
only three per cent of the 30.000,000
acres of Ion In the state of Florida
Is under cultivation. Added to the
number of desirable citizens who are
leaving other slates for better fields
will be the splendid opportunity to get
the cream of Europeans coming to
this country through the opening of
Baltimore as a port of entry for Im-

migrants. The state of Florida merely
has to reach out to people Its enorm-
ous acreage which Is now unproduc-
tive. The publicity bureau could ad-

vertise the entire state and Its vast
acreage of productive lands snd the
Immigration bureau could devote Itself
to the Impartial distribution of new-
comers to all sections of Florida alike.
It would be a part of the work of the
latter department to see that invest-
ors In Florida lands get exactly what
they pay for, and are not In any way
victimized by unscrupulous real estate
operators and land sharks.

Ninth Stste Tax Equalization.
The organisation of a State Tax

Equalization Board by which taxes
of the people shall be uniformly regu-
lated and the state shall receive Just-
ly Its proper returns from all property
holders.

Tax assessments under the present
system row vary from 80 to BO per
cent. In different localities, of actual
values. In many communities the basis
of assessments have not been changed
for years, though the enhancement of
values In all parts of the stste has
been enormous. The work Is at present
carried on by county assessors, while
the comptroller assesses railroad
properties.

b fixed according to the standing of
the office sought ana so as to specifvhow campaign money shall be expend-ed. Candidates should be required to
file vouchers with each Item of ex-
pense plainly set forth. Violation of
any of the rublldty provisions or ex-
ceeding the specified aliowance should
disqualify the violator for holding theoffice to which he was elected.

PATRIOTIC AND DEVOTED TO DEMOCRATIC PRINCIPLES.
(DeFuniak Herald.)

"Our Emmett" evidently thought It would be a good vote catcher to advo-
cate In his speech at Milton, the establishment of an "agricultural experiment
school" (whatever. that may be) in every congressional district. Col. Flournoy
contents himself with broad and liberal doctrine of "enlarged facilities at
Agricultural Colleges" for the practical education of farmers' and gardeners'
sons, and the farmers and gardners themselves, in the principles of modem
agriculture, to the end that they may "increase their production and profits."

Recognizing the fact that national banks are forbidden to loan money upon
real estate, and also that the regulations and restrictions governing-

- other banks
are almost equally prohibitory, Col. Flournoy advocates the passage of "laws
that will create land mortgage banks, making the lands and farms of the farmers
available as security for necessary loans. He also favors such improvement In
the commercial and monetary systems as to insure both adequacy and safety.

Existing restrictions in the laws and regulations governing-
- the civil ser-

vice system forbid its benefits to large numbers of the population. Col. Flour-
noy would amend these so as to enable every citizen to "participate In the
duties and ranks of citizenship."

As Btate Senator, Col. Flournoy strongly advocated the passage of his
Mil providing for the taxation of inheritances by the state, and favored the
adoption of the amendment to the United States Constitution authorizing a
tax upon Incomes that would compel those most able to aid in bearing the bur-
den of the expense" of maintaining the general government .For the reason
that his Inheritance bill was not reached on the House calendar after Its pass-
age by the Senate enrly In the pension it did not become a law, and legislative
action on the income tax amendment had to be referred to the next legislature
to comply with the clear provisions of the state constiution. In his platform
Col. Flournoy advocates both of these measures as desirable subjects for legis-
lation by Congress.

- The Inconsistencies, Injustices and abuses which have grown up In the ad-

ministration of the laws authorizing reservations of portions of the public do-

main for the avowed purpose of conserving forests and other natural resources,
appeal so strongly to Col. Flournoy's sense of Justice demanded towards the
interests of the Inhabitants of States in which such reservations have been or
are likely to be ordered by the arbitrary action Of the President, that he
promises to urge the amendment of the act of congress of 1907 so as to prevent
further additions to the area of forest reservations in Florida, the same as It
Is in Washington. Oregon, Idaho, Montana. Wyoming and Colorado, and the

In Justice
to the people of Florida, the railroad
commission shall be given the in
creased powers necessary to enable it
to perform effectively the duties for
which it should rightly be held re
sponsible.

.is locals is entirely too great, and the
railroads should be forced by law to
do in intrastate business what com-

petition forces them to do In interstate
passenger traffic. There are many
matters of schedules and other fea-
tures of service, both by the railroad 3

and the telephones and telegraphs, tn
which the people of the state are fla-

grantly and repeatedly Imposed upon.
Hardly a single citizen of Florida will
fail to recognize one or more such in-

stances in his experience with common
carriers. The railroad commission i of
at all times composed of Just and rea-
sonable men who will not abuse or a
misuse the power conferred upon them.

Second Convict Lease System.
The convict lease system of Florida

is a brutalizing one. I am in favor of
Its abolishment and the placing of the
convicts on the public highways of the
rtate. Florida needs more good roads, It
nd I believe that they can be best se-

cured by working our convicts thereon.
Also, the state has no right to profit in
by the misfortunes of its citizens. The
actual labor to maintain the supTort
of the convict is all the state is entitled
to. Any profit should be set aside for
the benefit of the family of the con-
vict. Because we should punish The
criminal is no reason why his family
should suffer. On the contrary, thpyi
should be protected and supported by
the convict.

The state convicts wrong-doer- s at
the expense of the peop'e who pay.

ehinery of our courts. The whole peo-
ple are entitled to the benefits which
accrue from the labor of these prison-
ers, and their efforts should go toward
the permanent enrichment of all mem-
bers of our social organization. To
give the whole people the benefit of
the convict's labor, he should be
worked in the construction of high-
ways of permanent value to the
present and future generations. Sur-
rounded by clean environments and
conscious of Just and humane treat-
ment, the convict may be turned back
to society chastened and resolved to
better conduct.
Third Initiative, Referendum and Re-

call.
To the rule of the peo-

ple and to meet conditions that con-
front us today, I am in favor of the
initiative, referendum and recalL The
initiative means that the people shall,
by petition or otherwise, make their
desires known to their lawmakingbodies. The referendum means that
all laws pasped by lawmaking bodies
shall be referred direct to the peoplebefore they become operative. At an
election called for that purpose, the
people can vote for or against laws
passed by their representatives, and a
majority vote for or against a law
adopts it or rejects 1L The recall
means that at any election, special or
regular, the peopU may by ballot de-
termine whether or not a public ser-
vant whose term has not expired is
still acceptable to them; and a ma-
jority vote for or against him deter-
mines whether or not that servant
shall stay In office or be recalled.

The correct and corrective principlesembodied in the Initiative, referendum
and recall aro coming to be recognisedand required under present conditions.
The operation of trie principle has
been tested Id municipal systems with
gratifying results. The affairs of greatcities are administered in an effective
and economical manner. If the planworks well in cities, then It would
also be good for states where greaterissues and larger resiorisIblUties pend.Fourth Trusts.

I favor .additional laws for the con-
trol of trusts.

A corporation cannot be Jailed, butits officers can if the laws are so for-
mulated as to place private responsi-
bility for corporate crimes. This
should be rosslble where wise lawsfor the protection of the people and
Independent interests are persistentlyand flagrantly violated. The inade-
quacy of the national anti-tru- st lawhas been fully demonstrated. Thestate may have recourse in the pass-
age of Its own laws to meet and cor-
rect local abuses indulged in by pow-erful corporations.

Flfthi Corporation Regulation.There should be stringent laws gov-
erning all corporations authorised to
do business in Florida, thus protect-
ing purchasers of securities offered bysuch corporations.

There shell d be created a board cf
examiners under whose closest scru-
tiny all new corporations, and thoseother states enterng Florida, should
pass before they are permitted to offer

dollar's worth of stock for sale. Iffound satisfactory, a license
this forth should be lsrved: If not, thesale of such stocks should be pro-hibited by law. But the state shouldnot stop with passing its approval!
