the deficiency within the time pro-
vided, then upon such deficiency beinz
suppliad the said clerk shall certify
to the board of commissioners that
the requisite number of qualified elec-
tors have petitioned for such election
calling for the resignation of the com-
missioner named in the petition.

“If said officer shall not 9n or he-
fore the next regular meetitie of the
board of commissioners after the re-
ceipt by the board of commissioners
of the certificate of the said clerk,
as above provided, resign from office,
then said board at such meeting shall
order an election to be held not less
than thirty days nor more than forty
days, from the date of said meeting
at which a successor to svrch efficer
to hold office for his unexpired term
shall be voted for.
