In “The Kaiser,” a new oook edited
by Asa Don Dickinson and published
by Doubleday, Page & Co.. appeears a

The prefaces to this interesting work
SAYS:

“Not since the davs of Napoleon has
one man so captured the public im-
agination; never in the past century
has a nation been £0 personified in one
being; not gince the time of the
‘Corsicar Ogre’ have the woes of Eu-
rope bean =sa frankly attributed to one
 ritler: mever has a man been g0 uni-
verselly vilified ana lampooned, both
in word and drawine.

“Then thers comes the
reiction thiis swift generalization.
We are told that the War Lord stained
the eall to arm with ears. We recall
the undoubted serviee thlis man has
rendered to his nation

“Tike it or not. the 1[Tnited States
has bhecome the ITmmpire. With oune
ancord the warring nations, they
draw swords and plunge into the din,
ory out to us to watchh the struggle
and see fair play. Here wurk goes
forward upeual and we sometimes
forzet horrors of that struggle,
But, rightly 0L wraongly,
public attention has focussed on the
Kaiser as the on= who might have
halted the trousle and did not.”

Different chapters in “The Kaiser”
take up such subjecis as the Kaiser's
personality, his backsround. his re-
lations with his army -and navy, his
foreign policy, hls commerciai ex-
pansion, his relation to the f(ierman
government, inciluding a brief surveyv
of German civie government, his re-
lations te the Reichstag and his re-
lations to the Socialists.

Foreign Policy.

rather, to delve into the history of
Carthage and other nations wihich rose
to peower through commercial expan-
sion and world trading made possible

natives.

“No nation on earith so longs for
German-ruled eclonies as does the Ger-
man Empire. The very exlstence of
this race, according to Kaiser William,
depends on such expansion. In Ger-
many, as in all other countries, the
more ambitious, alert and energetic of
its people are the ones who leave the
fatherland and cast their lot in new
lands with grcater opportunities. ¥Few
of these opportunities can be found
in foreign lands pow under the German
flag. The pressure of population has
caused the migration from Germany
of more than 20,000,000 of her people,
and owing to a peouliar trait in the
German character, these thirty mill-

ns and their decendanta are lost
to the German Empire forever—unless
the nations which now constitute their
places of residence are conquered and
annexed by Germany.

“The Kalser's colonial and other
foreign policies have undouBtedly been
greatly influenced by the writings and
teachings of the German university
professors, who have plaved a most
important part in moulding public sen-
timent to which William IT has eagerly
responded. Chief among the learned
professors who have sounded the ery
for a Greater Germany was Professor
von Treitschke, the historian. who
openly prociaimed that the destiny of
Germany was thwarted by lack of ter-
ritery, and who mnever hesitated to
picture Great Britian as the nation
which must be humled before Ger-
many could come into her oven.

“Treitschke considered the acquisi-
tion of the Netherlands as the first
