The McQuown property lies in the
sixteenth section, and as every six-

teenth section in Mississippi is set
aside for school purposes Mr. Mc-

Quown cannot give a fee simple title.
The government will not buy the lot
unless a title of this kind can be con-

veyed, and as a consequence no trans-
fer has ever been effected.

The only way in which Mr. Mc-

Quown could execute' a fee simple
title to the property would be to se-

cure a special enabling act from the
legislature, and the attorney general
has suggested that this is the best
plan to pursue. Nothing has as yet
been done, and it is not known what
action the legislature would take,
even should the matter be brought
up at the next session. As matters
now stand, there seems to be little
prospect of beginning work on the
government building at any time in
the near future, and it seems evident
that the postoffice will remain in its
present quarters for some time to
come.
