Many Are a Prolific Cause cf Hay
Fever, According te Expert Who

Sounde Warning.

nay fever is relatively common In
children, but the reason that this la
not more generally known Is that these
atracks are usually mistaken for
"colit" writes Dr. William Scheppe-pre- ll

r New Orleans, president of the
Hay Fever Prevention association, In
the Medical Record.

Sometimes a child that seems to
have a "cold" Is .taken Into a park or
awny to the country In the hope that
the fresh nlr will effect a cure, and It
Is there exposed to further Infection
from the pollen of the plants that are
chiefly responsible.

Besides the rngweeds, which pre the
principal offenders, there are several
other wild flowers that, though quite
Innocent when left alone, are likely
to cause hay fever If applied directly
to the nostrils of children. Among
these Doctor Scheppejjrell warns us es-

pecially against the daisy fleobane, one
of the commonest of weeds. It grows
from one to two feet in height, has
light jjreen almost toothless leaves,
daisy-lik- e flowers about hnlf an Inch
wide, with a large greenish yellow
disk, white rays occasionally lllac-tlnge- d,

shorter thnn those of the dulsy
and sometimes entirely absent.

Other flowers against which Doctor
fieheppejrroll warns ore the dandelion,
field dulsy, blackeyed Susnn. and other
of the Composltne family. These are
harmless unless one sniffs their blos-
soms, In which case they are likely to
start n hay fever that may persist well
Into the full.

French Authority Points Out the Value
of Ambidexterity and Its Need

of Cultivation.

France, In her earnest efforts to re-

habilitate herself, bus come to the wise
conclusion that a child a man or
woman of the near future- - who can
Use either hand with equal facility Is
hlmost twice as useful to the Mate
lis a "right-handed- " or a "left-hnnded- "

person.
The Paris correspondent of the Jour-

nal of the American Medical As-

sociation writes of the attempt to en-

courage ambidexterity in French chil-

dren.
"At the recent meeting of the Acnd-eml- e

de Medicine Doctor Annalngaud
pointed out the loss military, civil
and economic which results from an
artificial disability Imposed on young
children, nnd therefore n adults. In

allowing them to use only their right
hand, so that the left hand 1 used
only as an nuxillary to the rljit.

"Speaking from a military point of
view, Armalngaud called attention to
the statement made by General I'mden-Powe- ll

to the effect that no one could
doubt the value of ambidexterity. If
both hands were used equally by
everybody Instead of being used only
occasionally, or by a few persons, n

Is the case today, the strength of the
army would be Increased notably.

"At tills time, when the population
of France Is decimated by tuberculo-
sis and alcoholism, and when the ex-

cess of births over deaths! Is less each

year, It Is not a maUer of Indifference
to permit the population of France to
continue what may be called a physio-
logic mutilation, one which may be
made to disappear at Will.

"Armalngaud proposed to the acad-

emy (1) to Issue Bti appeal to the peo-

ple of France, asking that the mothers
In the Interest of the nation nnd in the
Interest of defense of the country,
teach their children from the first to
use both hands equally; (2) to request
the minister of public Instruction to
make the equal use of both hands ob-

ligatory In all the primary nnd second-

ary schools; (3) to urge the founda-
tion of a prize to be awarded annually
to the teacher In France who has been
most successful In carrying out this
most desirable reform."

MADE RECORD DURING WAR

Soldiers Proud f "Stars and Stripes,"
Official Organ of American

Troops In France.

The most remarkable publication
born of the war appears to have been
"The Stars and Stripes." As It went
out of business with the final scat-

tering of its staff In June Its record Is
now open to the public.

The publication was, as is well
known, the official organ of the Amer-ca- n

expeditionary forces In France,
and there Is no doubt that It lived up
to Its dignity In a handsome manner. It
started with a circulation of 80,000,
and this was Increased to 550,000 in
less than a year. It maintained a
French war orphan fund, to which 450,-00- 0

soldiers contributed 2,000,000
francs, and in Its 16 months of life the
paper cleared 3,500,000 francs.

There are other detulls of Its prog-
ress and its work, among which Is one
to the effect thnt It printed 500 poems
by soldiers and rejected 20,000.

The Editor and Publisher prints an
extended review of the accomplish-
ments of the paper, and from It we
learn that its staff at one time or an-

other' contained something like 250
men. Among them were Sergt. MaJ.
Philip Von Won, managing editor, and
Sergt. Robert I. Snadjr, .staff contribu-
tor, both Clevelaiulers.

Am American Solomon.

the American Red Cross, somewhere
on the Syrian side of the African con-

tinent, who found himself faced with
something of the same problem the
solution of which earned for Solomon,
