Te protect
and preserve untarnished the faith and credit of the
state, in contracts legitimately entered into by the
state, is no more nor no less than the support and
preservation of the constitution of the state. There-
fore the preservation of the faith and credit of the
state, should be the cherished object of alL It is a
subject which should appeal to the pride, honor and
patriotism of all good citizens. Public faith is the
aggregation of that principle of common justice and
common honesty, which imposes on us ihe paramount
duty of paying a just debt. Tho preservation of the

In
protecting the faith of our state by paying governmen-
tal debts, we most frequently pay the heavy penalties '

of the past folly and prodigality of reckless public
agents, as will be the case with us when we pay the
Plamers Bank bonds. However, when we have sus-ta'm- ed

the penalties of folly, by surrendering up a por-
tion of our property to pay these bonds, we have the
consolation of knowing that we thereby only susiain
the ex penso of preserving a principle which guaran-
tees, greater security to the remainder and thereby
enhances its value.

. It may be urged-wit- h the powerful force of truth,
that by the payment of these bonds, a portion of the
prcpcttyof-Bom- e even manyf rw tsryioided wp, nd
therefore sacrificed to them) who never enjoyed any
benefit from the money borrowed.
