that city, called the Daily News: Phil-

adelphia Saturday Courier.
"The head is almost complete, and

weighs 237 pounds. Even the grinders
yet remain firmly fixed in the jaw. Tbo
massive leg bones, portions of the hack
bone, and many of the ribs are entire.
The skeleton was found in Crawford coun-

ty, Ohio, in August last, embedded in a
soil strongly impregnated with iron. Tho
peculiar nature of the soil preserved the
bones fiora decay. It is n curious relic of
olden times, and proves that there wero
' giants in those days.' The proprietor ia.
tends exhibiting it in the eastern cities,
nnd then taking it to Europe. He will
leave Cincinnati soon as the navigation is
