high and finely proportioned. His
forehead was high and broad, his
eyes were large, and when he was In
excited they sparkled with vivacity.
AH bis features taken together were

harmony; he was prepossessing
and handsome. His voice was soft
and yet ponctrating, wonderfully per-
suasive

to
and melodious. lie had not

had too best educational advantages,
but having a quick and observing
m.nd and a retentive memory nt
amassed an astonishing fund of knowl
edire; and wa. an effective speaker.
No one weighed more nicely the
meaning of words. He displayed a
fine taste in selecting the best lan
guage in which to clothe his ideas, and
often made his thoughts aa transpar
ent as glass. It was indeed a p.eaaure
to listen at him and to measure his
beautiful and finely finished periods.

He thought much, especially oo
moral and religious subjects and their
appl cation lo the transactions of
daily life. His preaching was prac
tical and s i ritual. His great themes
weic Christ cruclflied for the world,
ihe way to Him, and the duty of those
wuo loceive Him. lie was an atlrao it
tivc and instructive preacher, and
sometimes delivered his message with
great power. In preaching oa prao
lical subjects he always took tbe high
ground that Christiana ought to do

everything In the name of the Lord
Jesus, and that no one ought to re
main in the Church who make unholy
alliauco with the world. In Chris

i an morals, to impinge principle is
not merely an impropriety, it is a sin
and no one ever stated this truth
oftener in preaching than did Mr
Greatheart. Hisstandardof practical
religion was a high one and tbe great
aim with him was to bring hiscuurco
up to it. He said those who make light
of their Church vows wound their
Savior in tbe house of Ilia friends

It is true, some of the time serv-

ing professors whose theory of re-

ligion was flexible, said be was too
exacting ; but they could not ques-
tion the purity of his heart and the

sincerity of his appeal to them. He
believe J in thai herolo devotion to
duty which will lead a man la a givta
line in the face of a burning furnace
or a den of lions. In tbe social circle
ho was never frivolous, and yet there
was nothing repulsive in his manner,
No one could help admiring tbe aim

ui cravilv of his deportment, ana
except those who were prejudiced
against him, all who associated wivu

him cherished towards him teeliogs
of love of the most enduring kind
those who knew bins slifihily, Bed

seen him as he came from bis closet
each day, his hart yearning over
sinners and beating with sympaiDy
lor his race, their censure would have
softened into love for him. He was
not faultless, but as nearly so as any
of us. He was very forgiving in
his nature.
