Despite the fact that any slave can
now obtain his freedom for the
asking, and that they all know it,
very few have as yet applied for
liberty. The reason for this if,
according to Mr. J. T. Last, a
Zanzabar ofUcIal, . that the slaves
have discovered freedom to be any-

thing but a bed of roses. They
have learned that they lose
more than they gain by leaving
their owners. "The slave of the
present day," writes Mr. Last,
has all the legal privileges
of a free person, is in much
the same position as an ordinary
servant at home. He is in some

respects in a better position than
the European servant, for he can
practically do as little work as he

pleases, and he is at liberty to
leave his owner whenever he
thinks fit. I am strongly of the
opinion that the number of slaves
who will apply to be freed by the
Zanzibar government in the future
will be very small, and in the case
of those that do so it will be the
result of some pique, dispute, or
jealousy rather than from love of
Ireedom for itself."
