"The whole American people will be invited in the week

preceding Chriatmas to enroll aa membera of the Red Ciosb. It
is confidently believed there need be no further campaign for
Red Croaa funda, but instead, the annual Roll Call will constitute
the foundation of the Red Croaa. The people should therefore
know as definitely aa possible the plans of tins their national
humanitarian society. . v

"Since the armistice was signed I have had an opportunity to
confer in Paris with the heads of all American Red Cross Com-
missions in Europe and later in Washington with the President
of the United States, the War Council of the Red Cross, the
managers of the fourteen Red Cross Divisions of the United
States, and with the heads of our department at National Head-
quarters. I am, therefore, able to speak now with knowledge
and assurance in saying that the beneficent work of the American

'
, Red Cross is to go forward on a great scale not alone, as here- -

tofore, for' purposes of relief in war committee but as an agency
of peace and permanent human service.

"Since America's entry ineo the war the purpose of our Red
Cross haa been primarily to aid our army and navy in the care
of our own men under arms, and, secondly, to extend relief to the
aoldiers, sailors and civilians of those nations which were fighting
our battle along with their own. With the funds which have been

o generously contributed by the American people this war work
of the Red Cross will continue and be complete with all possible
sympathy and energy.--

"Wherever our soldiers and sailors may be the Red Cross
will stay with them untU they are demobilized. Nothing which
